WHEREAS, the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Central Valley Region (Central Valley Water Board) finds that:

Stakeholders, including representatives from irrigated agriculture, managed wetlands, wastewater treatment plants, municipal stormwater, environmental advocates, environmental justice advocates, community-based organizations, Central Valley Water Board staff, and State and federal agencies, were involved in a collaborative stakeholder process that contributed to the development of the Delta Mercury Control Program.

Stakeholders are developing an adaptive management plan that can be used by stakeholders to develop and implement the Phase 1 methylmercury activities, including Control Studies and the Exposure Reduction Program, in an effective and efficient manner.  Central Valley Water Board staff support the development of the adaptive management plan.  The adaptive management plan includes mercury program guiding principles, guidance for the Methylmercury Control Studies, a framework for participation in the Control Studies and other guidance.
