“The discharge of waste from the Spaulding [sic]
Tract or Stones-Bengard subdivisions with other than
a zero discharge of nutrients to any surface waters
or ground waters in the Eagle Lake basin is
prohibited after September 14, 1989.”
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/ History — 1991 Cease and Desist Orders

1991 - Water Board issued 644 CDOs to Spalding
Tract property owners

e Sheila Miner received 1991 CDO
e Required compliance by September 1993

No available means to comply
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History - Continued

October 2007

e Spalding CSD wastewater system operational

e Readily available means to comply

Oct. 2007 - 2009

e Substantial voluntary compliance
2009 - 2014

e Progressive enforcement actions
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January 2015

Water Code section 13301 states, in part:

“When a regional board finds that a discharge of waste is
taking place, or threatening to take place, in violation of
requirements or discharge prohibitions prescribed by the
regional board or the state board, the board may issue an
order to cease and desist and direct that those persons not
complying with the requirements or discharge prohibitions
(a) comply forthwith, (b) comply in accordance with a time
schedule set by the board, or (c) in the event of a
threatened violation, take appropriate remedial or
preventative action.”
