THE PROSECUTION TEAM'S REBUTTAL TO ARIMOL GROUP, INC.'S 
EVIDENTIARY SUBMISSION 

TO THE CALIFORNIA REGIONAL WATER QUALITY CONTROL BOARD, LAHONTAN 
REGION: 

The Prosecution Team hereby submits its rebuttal to the evidentiary submission made 
by Arimol Group, Inc. in the above-referenced matter. 

First, the Prosecution Team presents the following to rebut Arimol Group, Inc.'s 
contention that the Site at issue was not a common plan of development, thereby 
making the General Construction Permit inapplicable. 

The five (5) parcels which make up the Site at issue in this matter are a contiguous area 
where multiple, distinct construction activities have and will take place at different times 
under one plan. It is shown by the parcel/assessor's map and the actual construction 
performed at the Site. In addition, Mr. Moller, the owner's representative for the five 
sites stated as much to Water Board staff when they visited the site in January 2012. At 
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that time Mr. Moller stated he was developing all five parcels using the same developer 
to expand the existing Serenity site. This is supported by a recent discussion staff had 
with the Serenity site director Mr. Bobby Rabun, Mr. Moller's self-proclaimed "right-hand 
man," wherein he stated the structures being built at the Site are for use as housing 
units for the camp. Mr. Rabun also informed staff that the buildings at the Site did not 
have kitchens. These statements, along with the Site's location, support the common 
plan of development. 

In this case the soil disturbance for the common plan of development is greater than 
one acre, thus triggering the requirement to obtain coverage under the General 
Construction Permit. In addition, the soil disturbance on the 1.8-acre parcel alone likely 
equals or exceeds one acre. Therefore, Arimol Group, Inc. was required to obtain 
coverage under the General Construction Permit. 

Second, the Prosecution Team submits the following to rebut Arimol Group, Inc.'s 
contention that the term "forthwith" does not stand for immediately and therefore 
submission of its Notice of Intent (N01) was not due until it deemed it due. 

To obtain coverage under the General Construction Permit, the Legally Responsible 
Person must electronically file permit registration documents, including the NOI, prior to 
the commencement of construction activity that will result in soil disturbance of one or 
more acres of land. Arimol Group, Inc. was informed in writing as early as November 
21, 2011 (see Exhibit No. 3 - Prosecution Team Written Materials) that Arimol's 
activities needed to be covered under the General Construction Permit and that by 
December 9, 2011 Arimol needed to verify that it had in fact filed a NOI for coverage 
under the General Construction Permit. Based upon Arimol Group, Inc.'s NOI dated 
April 13, 2012, it had already been actively developing the 1.8-acre parcel since 
October 1, 2011 (see Exhibit No. 9, - Prosecution Team Written Materials). 
Development activities creating the basis for issuing the Notice of Non-Compliance 
included clearing and grading the majority of the 1.8-acre parcel, as first observed by 
Lahontan Water Board staff during its October 21, 2011 site inspection. 

This is an unusual situation. Most persons, in accordance with NPDES storm water 
discharge regulations and the General Construction Permit, first seek coverage under 
the General Construction Permit, and then begin construction upon their permit 
registration documents being accepted by State Water Board staff. For the Board's 
convenience we have attached a copy of the April 10, 2012 incomplete NOI that Arimol 
Group, Inc. submitted, which shows the NOI-related information Arimol Group, Inc. was 
to have submitted prior to beginning construction activities at the Site. In addition, prior 
to construction, Arimol Group, Inc. would have been required to submit an application 
for and received 401 certification, a requirement Arimol Group, Inc. was made aware of 
in the November 21, 2011 Notice of Non-compliance. (see attached 401 certification 
application) 
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Despite assuring the Water Board at every step that Arimol Group, Inc. was attempting 
to comply with orders from staff, Arimol Group, Inc. did not file an NOI by December 9, 
2011, as required by the November 21, 2011 Notice of Non-Compliance. Instead, it 
waited over four additional months to comply, and only after being ordered to do so by 
the Water Board's CAO. Therefore, by the time the CAO was issued, the NOI was 
already over five months past due,  based upon the October 1, 2011 construction start 
date provided in the discharger's NOI. 

The discharger's counsel has pointed out that in every case the meaning of "forthwith" 
depends upon the circumstances of the case and the act to be performed. Lewis v. 
Curry (1909) 56 Cal. 93, 101, 103 P. 493. The Prosecution Team agrees. In this case, 
the Discharger should have filed its NOI by December 9, 2011. The Discharger had 
known the need for the NOI since at least November 21, 2011. The NOI is a relatively 
short form, certified by the Legally Responsible Person, which is to be electronically 
filed. The Prosecution Team disputes that it takes more than 1 day to file an NOI. The 
Oxford English Dictionary defines the term forthwith as immediately, without delay. 
"Forthwith," when used in reference to time, is generally construed to mean without 
delay. Bottle Min. & Mill Co. v. Kern, 99 Pac. 994, 996, 9 Cal. App. 527. Given the 
circumstances of this case and the act to be performed, forthwith should be interpreted 
as immediately and the penalty should attach as such. Although it may not necessarily 
mean a time immediately succeeding without an interval, in this case, given the task at 
hand, the past Notice of Non-Compliance, and repeated staff requests, it does mean a 
time immediately succeeding without an interval. 

Again, based on Arimol Group, Inc.'s contention that it worked very hard to comply with 
the CAO, it is hard to believe such NOI couldn't be filed in the month the CAO was 
issued and Arimol Group, Inc. has yet to put forth any excuse as why it couldn't. In fact, 
Arimol Group, Inc. has yet to put forth any defense as to why it didn't comply with this 
request in December of 2011 and why it refused to comply until a CAO was issued. 

Finally, the Prosecution Team submits the following information to rebut Arimol Group, 
Inc.'s contention that the Water Board cannot penalize Arimol Group, Inc. under Water 
Code Section 13268(b)(1) for submitting incomplete reports. Arimol Group, Inc. 
contends that Water Code Section 13267 only requires that it submit the reports, as it 
did. 

As set forth in the complaint, Order D.5 of the CAO requires the Discharger to submit a 
technical report that describes the development plan for the Site and that describes, 
illustrates, and quantifies all land disturbance activities that have occurred since the 
Discharger acquired the Site in 2011, including those disturbances to drainages, 
springs, and other surface waters, as well as those proposed in the overall, larger, 
development plan for the Serenity Lodge Expansion Project. The Order proceeds to set 
forth in detail the report required by the Regional Board staff. 
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As set forth in the complaint, Order D.6 of the CAO requires the Discharger to submit a 
Surface Water Restoration Plan that included specific information set forth in the order. 
This included a detailed description and illustration (scaled design plans) of the 
method(s) proposed to divert any flows within the surface waters during soil-disturbing 
restoration activities and until the restoration sites have been stabilized and can accept 
flow without discharging sediment-laden water of the Site. The Order proceeds to set 
forth in detail the report required by the Regional Board staff. 

In its evidence submission, Arimol Group, Inc. fails to include the entire language of 
13268, which states as follows: 

(a)(1) Any person failing or refusing to furnish technical 
or monitoring program reports as required by subdivision 
(b) of Section 13267, or failing or refusing to furnish a 
statement of compliance as required by subdivision (b) of 
Section 13399.2, or falsifying any information provided 
therein, is guilty of a misdemeanor and may be liable 
civilly in accordance with subdivision (b). 

Section 13267(b) states: 

(b)(1) In conducting an investigation specified in 
subdivision (a), the regional board may require that any 
person who has discharged, discharges, or is suspected of 
having discharged or discharging, or who proposes to 
discharge waste within its region, or any citizen or 
domiciliary, or political agency or entity of this state who 
has discharged, discharges, or is suspected of having 
discharged or discharging, or who proposes to discharge, 
waste outside of its region that could affect the quality of 
waters within its region shall furnish, under penalty of 
perjury, technical or monitoring program reports which  
the regional board requires.  [emphasis added] 

Therefore, it is not only the failure or refusal to submit a report that triggers a penalty, 
but failure or refusal to submit a report that contains the information the Regional Board 
requires that violates 13267(b)(1). In this case, the Regional Board required a report 
that included all of the items set forth in its CAO, Orders D.5 and D.6. Arimol Group, 
Inc. failed to provide the technical reports required by the Regional Board and as a 
result violated section 13267 and is subject to penalties set forth in 13268. 
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If Arimol Group, Inc.'s interpretation were deemed valid, a discharger could turn in a 
report with little substance and without the technical information needed and requested 
and avoid all penalties under this section. Taken to its extreme, dischargers who did 
not want to invest their time and financial resources into a technical report would need 
only to submit a written report, with little to no technical data, to avoid any penalties 
under this section. Such an interpretation is contrary to the purpose and intent of 
sections 13267 and 13268 and would render the two sections almost unenforceable.
