No new issues, not raised in timely
submitted written testimony, evidence, or comments, will be permitted. Oral testimony will be
limited in time by the Board Chair.

The
hearing facilities will be accessible to persons with disabilities. The meeting notice and agenda
for this meeting will provide contact information for persons requesting special accommodations.
