The California Reg ional Water Quality Control Board, 
San Diego Region (San Diego Water Board) is 
considering a Basin Plan amendment to incorporate 
Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs) for chlordane, 
polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs), and 
polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) in sediment at the 
mouths of Paleta , Cholias, and Switzer creeks in San 
Diego Bay. This action is being proposed to meet 
requirements of section 303(d) of the federal Clean 
Water Act.
