MARIN COUNTY - Amendment of NPDES Permit

CHRONOLOGY:
July 2000 – NPDES permit reissued

DISCUSSION:
The Sausalito-Marin City Sanitary District owns and operates a wastewater treatment plant, which provides secondary treatment of domestic wastewater from the City of Sausalito, Marin City, and other incorporated areas.  Treated effluent is discharged 300 feet offshore, at a 30-foot depth, into Central San Francisco Bay.


The Tentative Order amends the existing bacteria limit from total coliform to enterococci.  According to U.S. EPA guidance, enterococci organisms are better indicators of potential adverse health effects than total coliform for marine water bodies, such as Central San Francisco Bay.
