GENERAL CHEMICAL CORPORATION, WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT, PITTSBURG, CONTRA COSTA COUNTY - Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Violations of NPDES Permit Resulting in the Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:
April 2001:  Mandatory Minimum Penalty


DISCUSSION:
Between October 31, 2001 and April 17, 2003, General Chemical had eight violations of its effluent limitations.  These violations are:  two total suspended solids weekly average violations, one total suspended solids monthly average violations, one BOD monthly average violation, three mercury daily maximum violations, and one lead daily maximum violation.  All of these violations are subject to mandatory penalties under Section 13385 (h) of the California Water Code for a total mandatory minimum penalty of $24,000. 

The discharger has received the complaint and has waived its right to a hearing.  The discharger intends to do an SEP acceptable to the Executive Officer and is working with Board staff on its final details.  The attached complaint proposes civil liability in the amount of $24,000, of which $19,500 will be suspended to fund the SEP.
