This Regional Board adopted Resolution No. 747 on April 26, 1966, ordering
the discharger to cease and desist violations of the aforesaid requirements,
and amended the time schedule of that order by adopting Resolution No. 68-6
on March 21, 1968,

On January 29, 1970, this Regional Board received and accepted evidence from
the discharger showing that he is substantially complying with the aforesaid

requirements and ovder.

RESOLVED BY THIS REGIONAL BOARD

This Regional Board commends the City of Richmond for completion of its waste
treatment facilities substantialiy on schedule with the time schedule of
Resolution No. 68-G.

This Regional Board's Resolutions Nos. 747 and 68-6 are rescinded,

the earliest practicable date.
