REQUIRING THE CITY AND COUNTY OF SAN FRANCISCO ill CEASE AND DESIST DISCHARGING
WASTE FROM ITS SOUl'HEAST WATER roLllJTION CONTROL PlANT AND FROM ITS SOUl'HEAST
AND RICHMOND-SUNSET WEI' WEATHER DIVERSION STRUCIURES CONTRARY ill DISCHARGE
PROHIBITIONS IN ORDER NOS. 84-27, 84-28, AND 87-120 (NPDES PERMITS)

TIle california Regional water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region
(Board) finds that:

1. TIle Board prescribed requirements for several waste discharges by the City
and County of San Francisco (City) in the following orders:

3. TIle City requested a waiver from secondary treatment for its Richmond­
Sunset WPCP pursuant to section 301(h) of the Clean Water Act in September
1979. TIle U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) gave its tentative
approval on september 30, 1986, but has not yet approved a final permit.
TIle draft 301(h) permit would apply effluent limits from the State Board's
Water Quality Control Plan for Ocean Waters of california (Tables A and
B). TIle City completed its ocean outfall in 1986 and began discharging
Richmond-Sunset WPCP effluent to federal waters via the new outfall in
September, 1986. On December 18, 1986, EPA ruled that the Board's waste
discharge requirements for this discharge (Order 84-45) did not apply to
the relocated discharge, and issued Administrative Order No. IX-FY87-7.
