RESCISSION OF WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS FOR:

MS. MARGARET DEBARNARDI (FORMERLY WOLCO GAS
STATTON) AND XEROX CORPORATTON

The California Regional Water Quality Board, San Francisco Bay Region (hereinafter the Board)
finds that:

1. Water Code Section L3263(e) and State Board regulations (Title 23, CAC, Section
2232.2) require the Board to review waste discharge requirements periodically and
determine if the requirements are adequate or necessary.

2. The Board adopted the following individual NPDES permits for discharges of extracted,
treated groundwater.

D.6. of the NPDES Permit.

Xerox Corporation no longer discharges to surface water and has no plan to discharge
in the future.

They have been provided with the opportunity for a public heariig and to submit their
written views and recommendations.
