DISCUSSION:
Port Sonoma Associates, LLC (the Discharger) proposes to perform on-going maintenance dredging at Port Sonoma Marina in Petaluma, Sonoma County, and to dry the dredged material at four drying ponds on marina property.  Ultimate off-site disposal of the dredged material would be at a location subject to approval by the Executive Officer.  The average annual dredging volume at the marina is approximately 60,000 cubic yards.  Dredged sediments are placed into the drying ponds, and water associated with the sediments discharges through weirs back into the marina.  Typically, dried dredged material from the marina has been disposed of at Redwood Landfill, where it is used for alternate daily cover.




The attached Tentative Order includes effluent limitations and monitoring requirements for the water discharged from the dredged material drying ponds. Comments were received from the discharger and minor modifications made to the draft tentative Order.  These changes have been incorporated in the Tentative Order included in Appendix A.
