SUBJECT:	CITY OF BENICIA, WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT, BENICIA, SOLANO COUNTY– Hearing to Consider Imposition of Mandatory Minimum Penalty 





CHRONOLGY:  	February 2001 -	MMP (Complaint No. 01-017) assessed from July 24, 2000 to October 26, 2000. 


	


There were a total of six effluent violations of the City’s NPDES permit limits during the period between January 1, 2001 and June 1, 2001: four settleable solids instantaneous maximum violations; one settleable solids monthly average violation; and, one chlorine residual violation.  The violations are all serious violations and each subject to a mandatory $3,000 penalty.  The total mandatory minimum penalty is $18,000.  The chlorine residual is the first serious violation in a six month period and the City is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project or a pollution prevention project in lieu of $3,000 of the penalty. The City intends to propose a SEP and has signed the waiver to a Board hearing.
