CITY AND COUNTY OF SAN FRANCISCO, SAN FRANCISCO INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT, WATER QUALITY CONTROL PLANT, NORTH BAYSIDE SYSTEM UNIT, SAN MATEO COUNTY – Reissuance of NPDES Permit

CHRONOLOGY:      
March 1995 – Permit reissued




December 1998 – Permit amended




DISCUSSION:



The City and County of San Francisco, San Francisco International Airport (Discharger) owns and operates the Water Quality Control Plant (WQCP), which treats domestic wastewater from airplanes and the various facilities at the airport.  The WQCP currently discharges about 0.88 million gallons per day (mgd) of treated wastewater into Lower San Francisco Bay through a submerged diffuser about 5300 feet offshore.  

The attached Tentative Order proposes effluent limitations for the following pollutants: copper, mercury, cyanide, zinc, Dieldrin, 4,4-DDE, 4,4-DDD, tributyltin, alpha-BHC, beta-BHC, and bis (2-ethylhexyl) phthalate.  Interim limits are proposed for copper, mercury, cyanide, 4,4-DDD, alpha-BHC, beta-BHC, and bis (2-ethylhexyl) phthalate.  Final limits are proposed for zinc, Dieldrin, 4,4-DDE, and tributyltin.  An interim performance-based mass limit for mercury is also proposed.  

This Tentative Order is being considered concurrently with Item No. 8 (Cease and Desist Order for Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State) for the WQCP.  TheTentative Cease and Desist Order is for violations of discharge prohibitions and effluent limitations included in Order No. 95-054, the previous NPDES Permit for the WQCP.

Comments on the Tentative Order were submitted by the City and County of San Francisco and staff has resolved most of the Discharger’s concerns.
