SUBJECT:	Department of the Navy, Moffett Federal Airfield, Mountain View, Santa Clara County – Notification of Executive Officer’s Intent to Sign Record of Decision for Stationwide No Action Sites   


					


CHRONOLOGY: 	The Regional Board has not previously considered this item.





DISCUSSION:	Moffett Federal Airfield (MFA) is located adjacent to the City of Mountain View, south of the Cargill saltwater ponds, in Santa Clara County.   MFA was operated by the Navy or U.S. Army Air Corps from 1933 – 1994 and is now operated by the National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) Ames Research Center.   





The Department of the Navy (Navy) has submitted a no further action Record of Decision (ROD) for the 4 sites identified as: 





Site 23-Golf Course Fill Area 3 used primarily for incidental disposal of excess soil and debris from the golf course; 





The Weapons Storage Bunkers including 16 high-explosive magazines covered with soil;


 


Uplands Soils (ecological risk) including the areas that are not covered by ditches, marshes, or wetlands and are either paved, landscaped, or have been altered substantially by land use during the last 100 years; and 





Human Health Risk Assessment (HHRA) Exposure Area 4158 that is classified as upland soil. This area was included in the ecological assessment for upland soils, which found no unacceptable ecological risks.





The Navy, with the concurrence of EPA and RWQCB, selected the no action alternative for the above 4 sites based on evaluation of results from historical records, field investigations, laboratory analysis, and the human health and ecological risk assessment for these sites.  In selecting no action for these sites, the Navy with concurrence of EPA and RWQCB, has concluded that the alternative is protective of human health and the environment under current and future land use scenarios.  





The Proposed No Action Remedy was released to the public on December 15, 2001 with a 45-day review period.  Only minor comments were received and the ROD was reviewed as appropriate.
