Enclosed for your review is a Tentative Order (Waste Discharge Requirements and Water Quality Certification) for the following proposed project:





Santa Clara Valley Water District,





Multi-Year Stream Maintenance Program, 





Santa Clara County

The Tentative Order will be considered by the Regional Board at its regular meeting on February 27, 2002, at 9:00 a.m., at the above address.  The Tentative Order would permit over the course of ten years:

a) Routine maintenance activities including: sediment removal, vegetation management, stream bank erosion repair, and specific minor maintenance activities to maintain flood control and water supply facilities in the northern drainages of Santa Clara County that flow to San Francisco Bay, 

b) Temporary impacts to approximately 91 acres of freshwater wetlands, 30 acres of tidal wetlands, and 32 acres of riparian vegetation; and  

c) The implementation of a mitigation and monitoring program to:

i) Restore 30 acres of tidal wetlands in an existing commercial salt evaporator pond in Santa Clara County,

ii) Create 10 acres of freshwater wetlands in Santa Clara County,

iii) Preserve and protect 51 acres of stream and watershed habitat in Santa Clara County,

iv) Remove and control 32 acres of the exotic invasive giant reed (Arundo donax) from riparian areas in Santa Clara County,

v) Control the exotic invasive smooth-cordgrass (Spartina alterniflora) along approximately 100 miles of South San Francisco Bay shoreline in Santa Clara and Alameda Counties.
