Dear Mr. Causey:





Enclosed is Complaint No. 01-152. The Complaint alleges that there were eleven effluent violations of your NPDES permit limits during the period between January 1, 2000 and June 1, 2001: seven total coliform effluent limit violations on January 19, 20, 22, and 23, 2000 and May 9, 11, and 14, 2000; three chlorine residual effluent limit violations on March 29, July 18, and November 10, 2000; one oil and grease effluent limit violation on May 31, 2001. Eight of these are subject to a mandatory penalty under Sections 13385 (h) and (i) of the California Water Code for a minimum penalty of $24,000.





I plan to bring this matter to the Regional Board at its January 23, 2002 meeting. You have two options:





You can appear before the Board at the meeting to contest the matter. Written comments are due by January 10, 2002. At the meeting the board may impose an administrative civil liability in the amount proposed or for a different amount; decline to seek civil liability; or refer the case to the Attorney General to have a Superior Court consider imposition of a penalty.





You can waive the right to a hearing by signing the last page of the Complaint and checking the box. By doing so, you agree to pay the liability.
