Status Report on Santa Clara Valley Urban Runoff Pollution Prevention Program and its 2000-2001 Annual Report
DISCUSSION:
This is the second in a series of status reports on municipal stormwater programs and their annual reports.  We again focus on the two program components of Industrial/Commercial Inspection and Public Information/Participation (PIP).  

The Santa Clara Valley Urban Runoff Pollution Prevention Program (Program) received its first NPDES municipal stormwater permit in 1990, making it one of the earliest permitted municipal stormwater programs in the country.  In 2001 the Program and its 15 permittees led the Bay Area in receiving their third generation NPDES permit, with significant new requirements for new and redevelopment, monitoring, and industrial reporting. 

Under the Clean Water Act regulations, municipal stormwater programs must require controls to reduce pollutants to the to the maximum extent practicable (MEP).  For a mature municipal Industrial/Commercial Inspection program, such as the Program’s, MEP means strong record-keeping; follow-up on violators and pollution sources; and annual evaluation of program effectiveness.  Last year the Program collectively inspected over 3000 facilities and followed up with over 800 enforcement actions, with most permittees completing all required inspections.

The permittees conduct a broad range of PIP activities, from general education on the Santa Clara Basin watershed, to mercury collection programs, to involvement in State legislative actions.  Nine permittees attempted to evaluate the effectiveness of their PIP activities in FY 0-01.  We will continue to encourage and require annual effectiveness evaluations so that PIP actions will be better integrated throughout the Santa Clara Basin.
