AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE OFFICER TO MAKE MINOR

NONSUBSTANTIVE CHANGES TO ADOPTED BASIN PLAN AMENDMENTS AND

POLICIES
WHEREAS, the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region, finds:
1.
Amendments to the Water Quality Control Plan for the San Francisco Bay Region (Basin Plan) and new or revised Regional Board policies require approvals from the California State Water Resources Control Board (State Board) and California Office of Administrative Law (OAL) following adoption by the Regional Board, and

2.
When reviewing Regional Board plan or policy language, the State Board or OAL may identify minor, nonsubstantive changes in plan or policy language that are necessary for clarity, and

3.
It is desirable that such changes be made as expeditiously as possible to facilitate final approval of plan amendments and policies, and

4.
The Regional Board considered public comment on this matter at its regular duly noticed meeting on March 15, 2002.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

1.
If, during its approval process for Regional Board Basin Plan amendments or policies, the State Board or OAL determines that minor, non-substantive changes to the language of the amendment or policy are needed for clarity or consistency, the Executive Officer may make such changes and shall inform the Board of any such changes, and

2.
Copies of this resolution shall be transmitted to the State Board and the OAL.
