DISCUSSION:
The Tentative Order updates the 2000 Site Cleanup Requirements to reflect transfer of a portion of the former Mare Island Naval Shipyard to Lennar. 




Mare Island is within the City of Vallejo and is separated by the Napa River from the downtown area of the city. The Navy owned and operated the former shipyard from 1854 to 1996. Investigation by the Navy since the early 1980s has identified a number of sources of pollution including landfills, military munitions, underground storage tanks, fuel oil pipelines, and oil sumps.




U.S. law allows “early transfer” of polluted federal property prior to complete cleanup if certain assurances are made. These include the provision that the Governor must find that the agreement between the United States and the transferee contains assurances that cleanup funding will be provided, public health and the environment will be protected, and that the transfer will not substantially delay any necessary environmental action. Following approval by Governor Davis, the Eastern Early Transfer Parcel (EETP) was transferred to Lennar on March 26, 2002. 




The Board adopted a Site Cleanup Requirements Order in November 2000 in anticipation of early transfer of portions of Mare Island containing petroleum pollution. The purpose of the Order was to notify potential transferees that the Board would name acquiring parties to the Order, to require cleanup of petroleum sites, and specify a schedule for investigation and remediation tasks. Since the Order was adopted, the EETP property has transferred and Lennar is now responsible for cleanup of eight Investigation Areas as specified in a Consent Agreement among DTSC, the Navy, and Lennar. 




The Tentative Order revises the 2000 Site Cleanup Requirements to require investigation and cleanup of petroleum sites in parallel with the environmental restoration of the entire EETP. The schedule required in the Tentative Order specifies final remedial action deadlines for each Investigation Area ranging from December 31, 2002 to October 31, 2004. In keeping with the intent of early transfer, this schedule will result in an accelerated cleanup and allow redevelopment to proceed at Mare Island.




Staff have addressed comments received from Lennar and the Navy.
