SUBJECT:	Resolution in Support of Solano County Department of Environmental Management Request for Funding from the State Water Pollution Cleanup and Abatement Account – Adoption of Resolution 





CHRONOLOGY:	The Board has not previously considered this Item





DISCUSSION:	Solano County Department of Environmental Management recently applied to the State Board for funding from the State Water Pollution Cleanup and Abatement Account (CAA) to conduct a study of water supply vulnerability (Appendix B).  The study will focus on private wells near existing contaminant plumes.  The Tentative Resolution (Appendix A) supports the County’s proposal and urges the State Board to approve it.





Solano County is located in a rural area that consists of small communities primarily surrounded by agricultural land.  Older industrialized areas contain numerous shallow water-supply wells that are not regulated by Department of Health Services (private wells). More than 450 sites with contaminated groundwater have identified throughout the County, and leaking underground storage tanks account for the largest number of these sites. Other significant types of discharges that have contaminated groundwater include leaking above ground storage tanks, spills, solvent leaks from dry cleaners, and leaking sanitary sewer lines. Over one-third of the impacted sites in the County are located in communities that utilize groundwater as sole-source potable water supply for municipal, domestic, irrigation, and industrial purposes.  Several private wells have already been impacted by benzene and MTBE.  





The proposed study will help ensure that contaminated sites do not impact non-regulated water supply wells, prioritize sites for cleanup, and prevent new wells from being installed in or near highly contaminated areas.  The proposed study will cost about $100,000 and take about one year to complete.  The County’s study will have direct benefits for the Regional Board’s groundwater protection efforts in Solano County, by identifying high-priority groundwater plumes for remediation.  It will have indirect benefits elsewhere in the San Francisco Bay Region and in other regions, by providing a template for similar work in other counties.   





We have circulated the Tentative Resolution to interested persons, but do not expect to receive comments.  We expect this item to be uncontested.
