SANITARY DISTRICT NO. 5 OF MARIN COUNTY WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT, TIBURON, MARIN COUNTY – Reissuance of NPDES Permit

CHRONOLOGY:

September 1995 – Permit reissued


DISCUSSION:



The Sanitary District No. 5 of Marin County  Waste Water Treatment Plant currently processes an average dry weather flow of about 0.75 million gallons per day (MGD) of treated wastewater. The present service area population is approximately 9,000 within the City of Belvedere, the Town of Tiburon and unincorporated areas in their general vicinity. Fully treated, disinfected, and dechlorinated wastewater is discharged into an outfall shared with the Sewerage Agency of Southern Marin. Combined effluent is discharged into Raccoon Strait, a part of Central San Francisco Bay through a submerged deep water diffuser located 840 feet offshore at a depth of 84 feet beneath mean lower low water.
The attached Tentative Order (Appendix A) proposes final water-quality-based effluent limitations for the following pollutants: lead, nickel, silver, and zinc. Interim limits are proposed for copper, mercury, selenium, and cyanide.  
Written comments were submitted by Sanitary District No. 5 of Marin County (Appendix C). Most of the District’s comments are similar to those for the permits considered by the Board in recent months. We have responded to them in the Response to Comments (Appendix D). It is possible that the Bay Area Clean Water Agencies (BACWA) may wish to present verbal comments before the Board, similar to other comments BACWA has made for other permits considered by the Board in recent months.
