SUBJECT:
SAN FRANCISCO INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT, WATER QUALITY CONTROL PLANT, CITY AND COUNTY OF SAN FRANCISCO - Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Violations of NPDES Permit Resulting in the Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:
Complaint No. 00-095 imposing MMP in October 2000.

DISCUSSION:
During the period between July 1, 2000 and March 31, 2002, San Francisco International Airport, Water Quality Control Plant (SFIA-WQCP) had eleven violations of effluent limits contained in its NPDES permit.  These violations include: one violation of the carbonaceous biochemical oxygen demand limit, seven violations of total suspended solids limits, and one violation of the cyanide limit.  Nine of these violations are subject to mandatory minimum penalties for a total amount of $27,000.  SFIA-WQCP is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project or a pollution prevention project in lieu of $3,000 of the penalty.  

SFIA-WQCP chose to pay the whole MMP amount and has signed the waiver to a Board hearing.
