Cargill Salt, Newark, Alameda County - Recission of NPDES Permit

CHRONOLOGY:
October 1988 – NPDES permit reissued

DISCUSSION:
The attached Tentative Order rescinds the NPDES permit for Cargill Salt, because this permit is no longer necessary.

On October 8, 2001, Cargill Salt submitted a Notice of Intent to cover the discharge of stormwater from its crystallizing areas under the general Stormwater Permit.  Board staff has verified Cargill’s Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan includes the crystallizing areas.  Therefore, the NPDES permit that previously regulated this discharge is no longer necessary.
