MICREL, INC., SIEMENS MICROELECTRONICS, INC.,  AND PASTORIA LIMITED PARTNERSHIP  FOR THE PROPERTY LOCATED AT 639 N0RTH PASTORIA AVENUE, SUNNYVALE, SANTA CLARA COUNTY – Adoption of Final Site Cleanup Requirements 
CHRONOLOGY:
October 15, 1997 – Revised Site Cleanup Requirements adopted.

DISCUSSION:
This site was developed in 1970.  Siemens Microelectronics Inc., and its predecessor companies, and Micrel, Inc. occupied the site at various times up to 1994.  These companies performed research and development as well as manufacturing, primarily in the electronics field, and they used and stored trichlorethene (TCE).  Groundwater at the site is polluted with TCE and associated breakdown products.  




Groundwater extraction and treatment began at the site in 1987 and by 1989 an extensive groundwater extraction system was in operation.  Groundater extraction was scaled back in 1995 and again in 2000, when groundwater extraction from the shallowest aquifer ceased.  Beginning in 1998 groundwater remediation began to be focused on the next deeper aquifer with the discovery of additional contamination.  In December 2001, a remedial strategy using chemical oxidation was implemented for remediation.  The proposed cleanup plan consists of continued use of chemical oxidation to be followed by monitored natural attenuation when the efficiency of chemical oxidation declines significantly and the VOC levels in groundwater reach a target goal.  




Comments have been received.  As a result, SMI Holdings LLP has, in addition, been named as a discharger in the Tentative Order.  This item remains uncontested.
