SUBJECT:	D&H Manufacturing Company, Donna Wills, and Richard Wills, for the property located at 2301 Calle de Luna, Santa Clara, Santa Clara County - Adoption of Site Cleanup Requirements





CHRONOLOGY:	The Regional Board has not previously considered this item.





DISCUSSION:	D&H Manufacturing Company has manufactured precision metal parts for the semiconductor industry at this site since about 1984.  A leaking sump in the rear of the building caused the release of Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs) to soil and groundwater.  Very high concentrations of tetrachloroethylene (PCE), the primary VOC of concern, were discovered in the soil and groundwater near the sump.  The extent of the soil contamination has been determined, but the extent of the groundwater contamination has not been determined.  The dischargers have recently installed groundwater monitoring wells, and they have proposed to excavate the contaminated soil.





	The attached Tentative Order (Appendix A) requires the dischargers to complete the site investigation, to implement interim remedial actions, and to propose a final cleanup plan for VOC contamination.  We have received no comments to the Tentative Order.  We expect this item to remain uncontested.
