SUBJECT:
EAST BAY DISCHARGERS AUTHORITY, ORO LOMA SANITARY DISTRICT AND CASTRO VALLEY SANITARY DISTRICT, ALAMEDA COUNTY - Hearing to Consider Imposition of Time Schedule Order Requiring Upgrade of Wastewater Treatment Facilities

CHRONOLOGY:
NPDES Permit issued August 2000

DISCUSSION:
The attached Tentative Order prescribes a time schedule for Oro Loma Sanitary District and Castro Valley Sanitary District to upgrade its jointly owned wastewater treatment plant to achieve secondary level treatment at its permitted discharge rate of 20 million gallons per day (mgd) by July 2007.  This requirement is necessary because it was recently discovered by the Districts that their plant’s capacity is only 15 instead of the permitted 20 mgd.  Currently, the Districts receive about 13 to 15 mgd of wastewater during dry weather condition.  


The Districts are members of the East Bay Dischargers Authority (EBDA) along with several other agencies.  All are named on the permit; however, the attached Order affects only EBDA, Oro Loma and Castro Valley.  We have resolved all comments received on this item.
