VALLEJO SANITATION AND FLOOD CONTROL DISTRICT, SOLANO COUNTY- Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Violations of NPDES Permit Resulting in the Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:

DISCUSSION:
Vallejo Sanitation and Flood Control District (hereinafter the Discharger) violated the effluent limits contained in its NPDES permit six times during the period between May 2, 2001 and October 31, 2002.  These include five violations of the chlorine residual limit and one violation of fecal coliform.  All six violations are subject to mandatory minimum penalties for a total amount of $18,000.  The Discharger is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project in an amount up to $16,500 in lieu of paying the full $18,000 penalty. 

The Discharger has signed the waiver to the Board hearing and submitted a supplemental environmental project (SEP) proposal to the Executive Officer on January 2, 2003.  The SEP, which is included as Appendix B herein, consists of (i) the design and construction of two informational kiosks and up to four interpretive panels in the San Pablo Bay National Wildlife Refuge area, and (ii) providing bus transportation to teachers and students to participate in the Refuge’s “In the Marsh” program.
