NOTICE OF APPLICATION AND PUBLIC HEARING

RESCISSION OF WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS 

IT Corporation, Panoche Class I Disposal Site, Benicia, Solano County

IT Corporation is responsible for the long-term maintenance and monitoring of the Panoche Class I waste disposal site, located in Benicia, Solano County. IT Corporation completed closure construction activities at the Panoche site in late 2000, and now the site is in a post-closure caretaker mode. Previously, the discharge of storm water runoff and uncontaminated groundwater collected in Pond 2B to a tributary of Goodyear Slough and Suisun Bay was regulated under the waste discharge requirements, NPDES permit No. CA 0028100, Order No. 96-021.  Now, the discharge from Pond 2B is covered under the State General Permit for storm water discharge associated with industrial activities (General Permit No. CAS000001, Order No. 97-03-DWQ).  So, individual NPDES permit coverage (Order No. 96-021) for the discharge is no longer necessary. 

The Regional Board intends to consider the rescission of the NPDES permit Order No. 96-021 during a meeting to commence at a time and location as follows:
