DISCUSSION:                   RMC Pacific Materials, Eliot Site is a quarry and sand mining

                                           facility. It discharges aggregate wash water and groundwater

                                           to Shadow Cliff Reservoir and Arroyo del Valle, tributaries of

                                           Alameda Creek.

                                           A General Permit for aggregate mining and sand washing

                                           facilities was adopted by the Board to permit such 

                                           discharges. The discharger submitted a Notice of Intent,

                                           and was subsequently covered under the General Permit.

                                           Therefore, individual permit coverage is no longer necessary.

                                          The attached Tentative Order rescinds the individual NPDES

                                          permit for RMC Pacific Materials, Eliot Site.
