GENERAL

Reporting responsibilities of waste dischargers are specified in
Sections 13225(a), 13267(b), 13268, 13383, and 13387(h) of the
California Water Code and this Regional Board's Resolution No. 73-16.

The principal purposes of a wonitoring program by a waste discharger,
also referred to as a self-monitoring program, are:

1. To document compliance with waste discharge requirements and
prohibitions established by this Regional Board,

2. To facilitate self-policing by the Waste discharger in the
prevention and abatement of pollution arising from waste
discharge,

3. To develop or assist in the development of effluent or other
limitations, discharge prohibitions, national standards of
performance, pretreatment and toxicity standards, and other
standards, and

4, To prepare water and wastewater quality inventories.

DESCRIPTION OF SAMPLING STATIONS AND SCHEDULE OF SAMPLING, ANALYSES AND

REPORTS TO BE FILED WITH THE REGIONATL BOARD

1.

Violations of Requirements

In the event the discharger is unable to comply with the conditions
of the waste discharge requirements and prohibitions due to:

{a) Maintenance work, power faillure, or breakdown of waste
treatment equipment, or

(b) Accidents caused by human error or negligence, or
{c) Other causes, such as acts of nature.

The discharger shall notify the Regional Board Office by telephone
as soon as he or his agents have knowledge of the incident and
confirms this notification in writing within two weeks of the
telephone notification. The written report shall include pertinent
information explaining reasons for the non—compliance and shall
indicate what steps were taken to prevent the problem from
recurring.

Self-Monitoring Reports

Written reports shall be filed regularly for each calendar month
(unless specified otherwise) by the fifteenth day of the following
month. The report shall be in letter form and shall specifically
cover each point in the Monitoring Program (Part B). Any
violations shall be clearly identified, and actions taken or
planmned for correcting violations shall be included. Monitoring
reports shall be signed:

(a) In the case of corporations, by a principal Executive Officer
at least at the level of vice-president or his duly
authorized representative, if such representative is
responsible for the overall operation of the facility from
which the discharge originates, or

(b} In the case of a partnership, by a general partner, or
(¢} In the case of a sole proprietorship, by the proprietor.
The letter shall contain a statement by the official, under penalty

of perjury, that to the best of the signer's knowledge the report
iz true and correct.
