FOOTNOTES

Separately collect and analyze at 8 hour intervals three grab samples
for oil and grease on each samling day. Report the arithmetic average
of these as the value for that day, and use it to calculate the kg/day
discharge rate. Alternately, the samples may be conbined for analysis
if their volumz is proportional to flow rate at time collected within +
5% and if the samples and their containers are handled in accordance
with the procedures of Standard Methods for oil and grease samples.
This means that glass container used for sample collection or mixing
shall be thouroghly rinsed with solvent as soon as possible after use,
and the solvent rinsing shall be added to the composite wastewater
sample for extraction and analysis.

Daily, Monthly or Quarterly Estimate.

Receiving water standard observations are excused if effluent not
turbid, discolored, oily, and no floating matter.

During wet weather period, take sample during first daylight stomm of
each calendar quarter.

Dosage shall be reported in lbs/day on a daily basis. Chlorine residual
after adeguate contact and prior to de-chlorination shall be monitored
continuously or every 2 hours and reported as a daily grap. Final
chlorine residual shall be reported uvsing the atttached form "A" or
egquivalent.
