Effective January 1, 1999, recently passed Assembly Bill 681 (now Sections 25297.15 & 25299.37.2 of the Health and Safety Code) requires that corrective action, site closure proposals,  closure letters, or no further corrective action determinations shall not be considered unless all current record owners of fee title to the site of the proposed action have been notified of the proposed action. AB 681 also requires the Regional Board to take all reasonable steps necessary to accommodate responsible landowner participation in the cleanup or site closure process and to consider all input and recommendations from any responsible landowner wishing to participate. Therefore, we request that you, as the identified primary or active responsible party, provide a complete mailing list including all current record fee owners of the subject property. If necessary, you should obtain this information through a title search..
