Summary:

Contra Costa County (CCC) participated in the Contra Costa Clean Water Program’s Municipal Operations Committee. Refer to the C.2
Municipal Operations section of the CCCWP’s PY 2013-14 Annual Report for a description of activities implemented at the countywide and/or
regional level.

County Watershed Program (CWP) staff coordinated with County Public Works Department (PWD) Maintenance Division management and crews
throughout the year to ensure implementation of stormwater best management practices during municipal maintenance activities.

This PY 2013-14 CCC's municipal operations recovered 2,114 cubic yards of debris from street sweeping nearly 7,000 curbed miles. Our confractor,
Universal Building Service confinues to provide monthly street sweeping for curbed streets in unincorporated County.

The County provided additional bi-monthly street sweeping to heavy trash load areas in North Richmond and Rodeo.

Road crews recovered 1,783 cubic yards of large debris dumped on County road right-of-way; removed 1,971 cubic yards of sediment,
vegetation and debris from roadside ditch cleaning; removed 56, 030 cubic yards of debris from cleaning out 2,230 catch basins and inspecting
an addifional 4,389 catch basins.

CCC Maintenance crews are trained in each task’s Activity Description/Standard Operating Procedures. These trainings include written
descriptions of the work to be performed, planning criteria, work method and check points. Throughout each tasks’ Activity Descriptions there are
numerous references to stormwater pollution prevention practices.

Crews grind and saw cut when necessary. When saw cutting is performed, crews use wet-vacuum systems to recover and properly dispose of alll
slurry. The Activity Description for this task specifically addresses this issue: “If saw cutting is performed, ensure that all BMPs are followed e.g.
vacuum all slurry cuttings and loose material and protect drainage inlets.” As an additional storm drain system protection measure, all trucks in the
PWD Maintenance fleet contain spill kits in case of accidental releases, and crews are annually trained in their use.

Comments:

Contra Costa County (CCC) Maintenance crews use all appropriate BMPs for road and bridge repair/maintenance work to protect the MS4
system. Crews follow Calirans Storm Water Quality Handbook Maintenance Guide, May 2003. Graffiti and tagging are removed by painting or
wiping with aerosol cleansers. Contracts for County projects have BMP requirements that contractors must adhere to.

CCC bridge crews utilize drop cloths, silt fencing, straw wattles and filter fabric on storm drains where appropriate. Job sites are always left clean
after work is completed. Graffiti abatement is generally performed by spraying over graffiti with primer paint or wiping off localized tagging, such
as on street signs, with aerosol paint remover and a rag. All waste generated from these activities is taken to the County Central Waterbird Way
Corporation Yard's hazardous waste storage area and properly disposed of by a hazardous waste management contractor.

On April 10, 2014 Public Works Department (PWD) Maintenance staff attended the Hazardous Substances Awareness and First Responder
Operations Annual Refresher fraining by a County Health Service Department Hazardous Material Programs Certified Trainer. The training included
segments on the Corp Yard's Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plans (SWPPPs), Emergency Contingency Plan, Hazardous Substances Awareness,
Spill Clean-up Procedures, Basic Hazardous Waste Management and Hazardous Materials Emergency Response. Staff in attendance included 56
crew staff, 74% of Maintenance staff.

Some bridge and structural maintenance activities are conducted in-house by CCC Maintenance crews whose Standard Operational
Procedures require collection and proper disposal of all wastes, including spoails, in accordance with the Caltrans Storm Water Quality Handbook
Maintenance Staff Guide, May 2003. The PWD Design/Construction Division is responsible for putting tfogether plans and confract specifications
for more specialized activities such as bridge deck methacrylate treatments and structural repairs. These projects are then bid out for construction
by contractors. CCC's contractors adhere to the project’s contract specifications and Caltrans Standard Specifications, which include language
and oversight mandating the proper collection and disposal of all wastes.

Two had relatively minor compliance issues to be
corrected. The one relatively common problem encountered was inadequate vegetation in the bioretention basins. Inspection results for FY
13-14 suggested slightly higher compliance than in FY 12-13. Also, no follow-up inspections were required to ensure that operation and
maintenance issues were corrected, unlike FY 12-13, where 7 inspections were conducted to corroborate that issues found in inspections
conducted during FY11-12 were adequately corrected.

Contra Costa County, representing the unincorporated county communities, is part of Contra Costa County’s Clean Water Program. Contra
County Watershed Program and Public Works Department (PWD) Maintenance staff participate in Contra Costa Clean Water Program'’s
Municipal Operations Committee.

Staff from the County Health Services Department Hazardous Material Division (Haz Mat) and Environmental Health Division (Env. Health) conduct
industrial and commercial stormwater inspections on behalf of Contra Costa County. The County annually reviews updates the master facility list
and the list of facilities scheduled to be inspected. Inspection frequencies and priorities are based on Contra Costa County's Industrial and
Commercial Businesses Stormwater Inspection Plan. The County conducted 378 inspections of 330 facilities. More detailed information regarding
the inspections is provided in the sections below.

The County works with businesses to attain compliance with the storm water regulations. For the businesses with recurring potential or actual storm
water violations, Contra Costa County staff confinues to work with facilities to attain compliance and to educate businesses and staff over time.
Inspectors coordinate with the Watershed Program for guidance and suggestions where problems have occurred. County staff from different
departments are working together to communicate, and better coordinate to find long term solutions when problems occur or do not appear to
work over time. Staff have meetings and trainings together as appropriate.

Inspectors and County Watershed staff attended inspector Trainings including the annual Commercial/Industrial Inspector Training on May 8, 2014.
Public Works Maintenance Staff completed Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan and First Responder Training on April 10, 2014.

An updated C.4 Enforcement Response Plan is attached.

Additionally, staff work with inspectors and code enforcement officers
to investigate the responsible party of the illicit discharge, determine more information, educate them, and if appropriate, clean up the
discharge, orimpose fines, cost recovery, or other measures.

Fewer construction sites were subject to constfruction site stormwater inspection requirements (per C.é.e) during PY13-14 (16 projects) than were
inspected during PY12-13 (24 projects).

Violations within the Sediment Control Measures BMP category was the one cited exclusively for this PY. In PY12-13, “Sediment Confrol Measures”
was the most commonly cited BMP category in which violations were given (37.5%). In the PY 12-13, “Erosion Conftrol” issues were second to
Sediment Control issues, with 31.25% of the total violations. These BMP issues were followed by violations for inadequate implementation of “Good
Site Management” BMPs in PY12-13 as the third most common type (18.75% of violations).

Far fewer total enforcement actions were undertaken in PY13-14 (3 enforcement actions) when compared to PY12-13 (13 enforcement actions),
with one violation each in PY13-14 requiring enforcement actions af Levels 1, 2 and 3 Enforcement (33.3% of enforcement actions each) versus
the relatively higher percentage of Level 1 Enforcement actions taken (53.8%) and Level 2 (46.2%) in PY12-13. However there was only one Noftice
of Violation (NOV) in PY 13-14 relafive to six NOVs and Notices to Comply (NTC) in PY12-13 (Level 2 Enforcement Actions).

2) Facilitation/Organization CCC continued to develop and implement a mercury collection and recycling campaign to take place during
large events or through frade-in/replacement programs. CCC worked with The Watershed Project Friends to sef-up a mercury
thermometer trade-in/digital thermometer replacement in West County.

CCC'’s General Services Department is responsible for providing proper storage of mercury-containing devices and equipment,
specifically fluorescent light tubes, used by County properties, in accordance with federal and state Universal Waste laws and regulations;
they also manage contractors regarding device and equipment recycling and/or disposal options.

3) Collection:

Contra Costa County’s three Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) Facilities that allow unincorporated residents and small quantity
generators the opportunity to drop-off mercury and mercury-containing devices and equipment (e.g., bulbs, thermostats,
thermometers and/or switches). Information provided included the names of the 3 local HHW facilities (West County HHW Collection
Facility, Central Contra Costa HHW Collection Facility and Delta HHW Collection Facility), their hours of operation, address, website,
and phone number. It also included a listing of the municipalities they serve and a handy reference map of their location. County
also partners with El Ceritto’s HHW facility for use by citizens of Kensington.

The month of December included information about the dangers of mercury and how to properly dispose of it fo prevent it from
polluting the environment. The goal is to convince consumers for the sake of their own health as well as that of the environment to
properly dispose of mercury-containing devices.

Mercury-containing devices and equipment occurs at three Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) facilities that serve unincorporated
residents in East, Central, and West County. The facilities are run by Delta Diablo Sanitary District, Central Contra Costa Sanitary District
and Recyclemore, respectively. All locations accept mercury and mercury-containing devices. Hours of operation and contact
information was included on the inside back cover of the 2013 Watershed Calendar which was disseminated to 64,000 residents.
Because the facilities are run by sanitary districts and solid waste consortiums and their hazardous waste management confractors,
CWP does not have a direct role in the collection of mercury-containing devices and equipment at the consumer level.

CWP and TWP also developed an onsite mercury collection program at point of sale locations at the Kensington Ace hardware store
and Oliver’'s Ace Hardware in El Sobrante. Both businesses are interested in setting up permanent mercury collection points for their
customers. The County and City of El Cerrito have an informal agreement to allow adjacent Kensington residents access to their new
state of the art recycling facility at no charge.

They resolved the issue with a sform
water consultant, no additional BMPs were recommended during the inspection. A finishing company identified fo have copper as a POC did
not have related compliance issues during the inspection. A recycling facility and three marinas were inspected and no specific violations were
found. One marina that was inspected had administrative violations, unrelated to copper, that were resolved. Three additional facilities identified
with coper as a POC are no longer active.

Contra Costa County provides financial support to the Bringing Back the Natives Gardens Tour, which promotes landscaping practices (including
use of native and drought tolerant plants) that minimize fertilizer/pesticide use, watering and the potential for discharges associated with
overwatering.

Contra Costa County also engages in a number of additional activities intfended to encourage citizens and businesses, as well as its departments,
to landscape and irrigate in manners that minimize related threats to stormwater quality. The County provides outreach materials regarding
Integrated Pest Management and landscaping/irrigation/pest control practices at County offices such as Environmental health (Health Services
Department), Planning and Building Inspection (Department of Conservation and Development) and the Public Works Department (which is
responsible for design and maintenance of capital facilities, parks, roadways, and the landscaping related to all of these).

C.4. Industrial and Commercial Site Controls

Each Permittee shall implement an industrial and commercial site control program at all
sites which could reasonably be considered to cause or contribute to pollution of
stormwater runoff, with inspections and effective follow-up and enforcement to abate
actual or potential pollution sources consistent with each Permittee’s respective
Enforcement Response Plan (ERP), to prevent discharge of pollutants and impacts on
beneficial uses of receiving waters. Inspections shall confirm implementation of
appropriate and effective BMPs and other pollutant controls by industrial and commercial

site operators.

C.4.a. Legal Authority for Effective Site Management

Task Description — Permittees shall have sufficient legal enforcement authority
to obtain effective stormwater pollutant control on industrial sites. Permittees
shall have the ability to inspect and require effective stormwater pollutant
control and to escalate progressively stricter enforcement to achieve expedient
compliance and pollutant abatement at commercial and industrial sites within
their jurisdiction.

Permittees shall have the legal authority to oversee, inspect, and require
expedient compliance and pollution abatement at all industrial and
commercial sites which may be reasonably considered to cause or
contribute to pollution of stormwater runoff. Permittees shall have the
legal authority to require implementation of appropriate BMPs at
industrial and commercial to address pollutant sources associated with
outdoor process and manufacturing areas, outdoor material storage areas,

Permittees shall notify the discharger of any actual or potential pollutant
sources and violations and require problem correction within a reasonably
short and expedient time frame commensurate with the threat to water
quality. Permittees shall require timely correction of problems involving
rapid temporary repair, and may allow longer time periods for
implementation of more permanent solutions, if these require significant
capital expenditure or construction. Violations shall be corrected prior to
the next rain event or within 10 business days after the violations are
noted. If more than 10 business days are required for correction, a
rationale shall be given in the tabulated sheets.

C.4.b. Industrial and Commercial Business Inspection Plan (Inspection Plan)

Task Description — Permittees shall develop and implement an inspection plan
that will serve as a prioritized inspection workplan. This inspection plan will
allow inspection staff to categorize the commercial and industrial sites within
the Permittee’s jurisdiction by pollutant threat and inspection frequency, change
inspection frequency based on site performance, and add and remove sites as
businesses open and close.

The Inspection Plan shall contain the following information:

(1) Total number and a list of industrial and commercial facilities requiring
inspection, within each Permittee’s jurisdiction, to be determined on the
basis of a prioritization criteria designed to assign a more frequent
inspection schedule to the highest priority facilities per Section C.4.b.ii.
below.

(2) A description of the process for prioritizing inspections and frequency of
inspections. If any geographical areas are to be targeted for inspections
due to high potential for stormwater pollution, these areas should be
indicated in the Inspection Plan. A mechanism to include newly opened
businesses that warrant inspection shall be included.

Implementation Level — Each Permittee shall annually update and maintain a list
of industrial and commercial facilities in the Inspection Plan to inspect that
could reasonably be considered to cause or contribute to pollution of stormwater
runoff. The following are some of the functional aspects of businesses and types
of businesses that shall be included in the Inspection Plans:

(1) Sites that include the following types of functions that may produce
pollutants when exposed to stormwater include, but are not limited to:
(a) Outdoor process and manufacturing areas
(b) Outdoor material storage areas
(c) Outdoor waste storage and disposal areas
(d) Outdoor vehicle and equipment storage and maintenance areas
(e) Outdoor wash areas
(f) Outdoor drainage from indoor areas
(g) Rooftop equipment
(h) Other sources determined by the Permittee or Water Board to have a

reasonable potential to contribute to pollution of stormwater runoff

(2) The following types of Industrial and Commercial businesses that have a
reasonable likelihood to be sources of pollutants to stormwater and non-
stormwater discharges:

(@) Industrial facilities, as defined at 40 CFR 122.26(b)(14), including
those subject to the State General NPDES Permit for Stormwater
Discharges Associated with Industrial Activity (hereinafter the
Industrial General Permit);

(b) Visual observations for evidence of unauthorized discharges, illicit
connections, and potential discharge of pollutants to stormwater;

(c) Noncompliance with Permittee ordinances and other local
requirements; and

(d) Verification of coverage under the Industrial General Permit, if
applicable.

Inspection Frequency — Permittees shall establish appropriate inspection
frequencies for facilities based on Provision 4.b.ii (3) priority, potential for
contributing pollution to stormwater runoff, and commensurate with the
threat to water quality.

Record Keeping — For each facility identified in Provision 4.b.ii, the
Permittee shall maintain a database or equivalent of the following
information at a minimum:

() Name and address of the business and local business operator;
(b) A brief description of business activity including SIC code;
(c) Inspection priority and inspection frequency; and

(d) If coverage under the Industrial General Permit is required.
