A few years ago, the City Council adopted the 7 Principles of Bay Friendly gardening and staff promote native and Bay Friendly gardening in our
newsletter, at public events, and by example (replacing City owned areas with Bay Friendly gardening and drip irrigation). The City in
collaboration with The Watershed Project, labeled the plants and placed an informational kiosk at the Senior Center native garden explaining the
importance of native gardening. The Watershed Project received another grant which was used to develop a kiosk for the Wanlass Park creek
restoration and informs locals about the importance of native plants. During C.3 plan reviews, the City requires drip irrigation. In addition, if
landscaping water does enter the street or stormdrain system from private property, proper enforcement and education is conducted to correct
the violation.

Additionally, the CCCWP promotes several programs and measures to minimize pollutant loading from excess irrigation including, but not limited
fo:

e 4th Edition Stormwater C.3 Guidebook adopted by ordinance, which promotes to land development professionals landscaping designed
to: 1) minimize irrigation and runoff; 2) promote infiliration of runoff where appropriate; and, 3) minimize use of fertilizers and pesticides
using pest-resistant plants that are suited to site conditions (e.g., soil and climate).

e Green Business Program, which promotes to businesses a variety of measures such as using drought tolerant plantings, mulching,
carefully monitoring irrigation schedules and needs, and implementing Integrated Pest Management.
