Summary:

During development review of regulated projects applicants will submit project to the Planning Department. During this phase the WQCP will give
a list of conditions of approval that are required to be met for the project. The City uses language from the model COA’s that the countywide
program provided. The Building and Planning Divisions of the City of South San Francisco route all plans to the Water Quality Control Plant (WQCP)
that have the potential to affect stormwater during construction and that require treatment after construction. Those departments also forward
plans to the WQCP that propose any changes to indoor plumbing. These plans are reviewed and requirements for site controls and source
control measures are described. Additionally, after review appropriate worksheets such as the C.3/C.6 checklists are required to be completed
and returned to the WQCP. Permit issuance is dependent upon approval of the WQCP. If approval is not sought then the WQCP has the authority
to stop work on an active site.

One vegetation-based system required maintenance. All other systems were all in good working order. In FY 14/15, there were 4 treatment
systems requiring maintenance. Overall the trend is showing that a majority of the sites are keeping up with maintenance.

These systems are added to the
spreadsheet when they are located. Environmental Compliance Inspectors perform O&M inspections at minimum of the required rate as
established by the MRP. The facility list is reviewed and updated as new systems are installed and additional systems are located.

Feasibility/Infeasibility of Onsite LID Treatment

The project site was reviewed with regard to the feasibility and infeasibility of onsite LID treatment. The results of this review showed that it was infeasible to treat 100% percent of
the C.3.d amount of runoff with LID treatment. The findings of this review are presented below.

a.

On-site Drainage Conditions. The building occupies the entire site, so the site is divided into drainage management areas based on the roof areas that are tributary to
each rainwater leader. A majority of the roof drains to flow-through planters located on podium, with the remaining roof and podium draining to a non-LID media filter in
the garage.

Self-treating and Self-Retaining Areas and LID Treatment Measures.
There are regular planters (self-treating) and flow-through planters (LID features) located in the podium courtyard.

Maximizing Flow to LID Features and Facilities. The routing of drainage has been optimized to route as much as possible to flow-through planters located on podium. There
is approximately 750 square feet of flow-through planters on podium that receive 18,000 square feet of roof runoff. The remaining roof and the impervious pavement on
podium are discharged to a non-LID facility.

Constraints to Providing On-site LID. The drainage management areas that are proposed to drain to vault-based media filters include no areas that are not covered by
buildings. The entire site is covered by buildings. The media filter will be located above-ground in the garage and the discharge from the media filter box will discharge to
the face of curb on Miller Avenue, since there is no storm drain system fronting the project.

3. Feasibility/Infeasibility of Off-Site LID Treatment. The possibility of providing off-site LID treatment was found to be infeasible for the following reasons.

i. The project proponent does not own or otherwise control land within the same watershed of the project that can accommodate in perpetuity off-site bioretention
facilities adequately sized to treat the runoff volume of the primary project.

i. There is no regional LID stormwater mitigation program available to the project for in-lieu C.3 compliance.

The project site was reviewed with regard to the feasibility and infeasibility of onsite LID treatment. The results of this review showed that it was infeasible to treat 100% percent of
the C.3.d amount of runoff with LID treatment. The findings of this review are presented below.

a. On-site Drainage Conditions. The building occupies the entire site, so the site is divided into drainage management areas based on the roof areas that are tributary to
each rainwater leader. A majority of the roof drains to flow-through planters located on podium, with the remaining roof and podium draining to a non-LID media filter in
an landscaped area on the east side of the site..

b. Self-treating and Self-Retaining Areas and LID Treatment Measures.
There are small planters (self-treating) in different areas of the site and a flow-through planter (LID features) located on the west side of the site.

c. Maximizing Flow to LID Features and Facilities. The routing of drainage has been optimized to route as much as possible to flow-through planter located on the west
side. There is approximately 160 square feet of flow-through planter that receives 3,911 square feet of roof runoff. The remaining roof and the impervious pavement on
podium are discharged to a non-LID facility.

d. Constraints to Providing On-site LID. The drainage management areas that are proposed to drain to vault-based media filters include no areas that are not covered by
buildings or roof. The entire site is covered by buildings or roof. This is a lot line to lot line project The media filter will be located in-ground under landscaping .Discharge
from the media filter box will discharge to the storm drain system in the street.

3. Feasibility/Infeasibility of Off-Site LID Treatment. The possibility of providing off-site LID treatment was found to be infeasible for the following reasons.

i. The project proponent does not own or otherwise control land within the same watershed of the project that can accommodate in perpetuity off-site bioretention
facilities adequately sized to treat the runoff volume of the primary project.

Summary:

1) The City of South San Francisco has an ongoing program for reporting illicit discharges within the City. When the street crew observes an
illicit discharge or a suspected illicit discharge in the course of performing regularly scheduled maintenance, they call on the
Environmental Compliance Inspectors to investigate. Additionally, Inspectors participate in a quarterly creek walk along Colma Creek
with County of San Mateo staff, enabling Inspectors to identify problem areas containing evidence of past discharges. Residents of South
San Francisco also call the Street Department or the WQCP to report illicit discharges/potential discharges. Additionally, the Public Works
Department offers the SeeClickFix mobile application, allowing residents and citizens to report various issues in the service area, including
illicit stormwater discharges. Responses and communication are tracked electronically.

The WQCP maintains a stormwater hotline for residents to report suspected illicit discharges. The hotline is publicized on the City’s website,
and is printed on outreach materials such as brochures, reusable shopping bags, sponges, pencils, erasers and more. The Inspectors
receive and follow up on these reports as well.

Illicit Discharge Inspections and Responses are tracked via tracking table.

The Enforcement Response Plan (ERP) was updated on April 27, 2016.

Illicit discharges are discovered in the course of routine surveillance, in response to calls to the stormwater hotline, reports from the Public Works
Department Street Crew and citizen reports via the SeeClickFix application (app). All tabulated discharges were reported on illicit discharge forms
completed by WQCP staff. In some cases, a discharge may have reached the storm drain system, but was recovered by the street crew. Such
discharges were not included in the number of discharges reaching storm drains and/or receiving water. If multiple types of discharges are
observed at a location on the same report form they are counted as one discharge for the purpose of reporting in the tracking table above.
However each type of discharge is counted separately in the chart below “Summary of Major Types of Discharges and Complaints”. The City had
30 separate discharge complaints with 30 different types of pollutants in those complaints. 27 Notices of Violation (NOVs) and 11 Administrative
Citations were issued in response to the lllicit Discharges reported above.

All reported discharges were resolved in a timely manner.

If the City receives a complaint on either the hotline or through other channels, inspectors will go into the field and verify the claim of a discharge.
All reported discharges were substantiated in the field. 70% of the discharges reached the storm drain. For the remaining 30% of the discharges
there was no clear evidence that the discharge reached the storm drain.

Overall there were no major problems with the construction sites in 2015/2016. The most common issues for 2015/2016 were for sediment control
(track out and potential runoff), non-stormwater management and general site maintenance. There were more regulated projects in progress in
2015/2016 than in 2014/2015 and therefore more inspections were conducted. Based on information through the City’s Planning Committee and
Building Department, it is expected that rates of new development and redevelopment will continue to increase in the coming years as the
economy continues to recover. The City will attempt to maintain a high level of scrutiny as the number of sites increases.

Description:
The City of South San Francisco’s program is strong, with frequent inspections performed at each construction site especially during

the wet weather season. Inspectors inspect each construction site before the beginning of the wet weather season, prior to qualifying rain events
and several times during an extended or severe storm. Inspectors follow up at each site after the storm to determine if any repairs are necessary.

Most sites are very quick to respond and repair or replace their BMPs. Occasionally there are sites that require numerous inspections to illicit a
response and repair their site BMPs. Inspectors try to work with these sites to bring them back into compliance. While it may occasionally take
more than 10 business days, this leeway is only given when discharge from the site is not observed.

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Discussion of Trash Load Reduction Calculation:

The City attained and reported a 44% trash load reduction in its FY 14-15 Annual Report, exceeding the trash load reduction target of 40% by 2014.
The reissued MRP contains a revised calculation methodology that eliminates or caps past trash load reduction offsets or credits. Based on the new
calculation methodology, as of July 1, 2016, the City has attained a 42% trash load reduction (including trash offsets). The reissued MRP also added
a non-mandatory performance guideline of attaining 60% trash reduction by July 1, 2016. Based on the new calculation methodology and the
information provided in this Annual Report, the City has not achieved the 60% performance guideline.

The City did not have sufficient time to adjust existing trash control implementation plan to achieve the new non-mandatory target, but expects to
exceed the mandatory 70% trash load reduction requirement by June 30, 2017. The City has prepared a Trash Action Plan (Attachment D)% to
document the description and schedule of additional trash load reduction control actions that will be implemented to attain and exceed the
required 70% percent reduction by July 1, 2017.

Additionally, the City revised the new construction trash can standard to include partial
covers on cans to minimize litter escape. Twenty four new permanent trash cans with partial covers were installed at 5 new sites.

Description of Significant Revision ™MA

In FY 15-16, consistent with all MRP Permittees, all public K-12 schools, college and university parcels were made non-
jurisdictional on the City’s baseline trash generation maps. Under California Government Code Sections 4450 through 4461, the
construction, modification, or alternation of facilities and/or structures on these parcels are under the jurisdiction of the California
Division of State Architect and not the City. The public right-of-way (e.g., streets and sidewalks) surrounding these parcels remain
as jurisdictional on the City’s baseline trash generation maps. The City’s revised baseline trash generation map is included as
Appendix 10-2.

All applicable

In FY 15-16, TMA 8 in the baseline trash generation map was changed from medium to low trash generation based on field
observations and information regarding the TMA, and confirmed via visual assessment. TMA 8 consists of the Genentech
campus, which employs a large maintenance team that cleans the area at least daily. Please see Attachment E for the revised
SSF baseline trash generation map.

South SF Scavenger agreed in January 2014, to do an audit of a certain section of MFD properties in TMA 1during 2014 that would
entail ensuring businesses are receiving the proper level of service and assessing any container issues and housekeeping issues
that may be contributing to litter reaching the environment and storm drain system. Due to various circumstances, this audit was 1
postponed and will now occur during FY 2016-2017 (tentatively planned to begin September 2016). Subsequent audits are
possible depending on the results of this initial one.

The City of SSF had originally planned to install a new stormwater pump station in FY 14-15 at South Airport Blvd and Mitchell
Avenue to replace an existing pumping system. The new station was scheduled to include a full trash capture device. Although
this pump station was retro-fitted in FY 2014-2015, the planned trash capture device was not installed at that time, pending further 5
study and receipt of the City’s Storm Drain Master Plan, which was finalized during FY 2015-2016. This location is still a potential
option for a full trash capture device per the recently completed SSF Trash Reduction Plan.

The City of SSF had originally planned to install a large full trash capture device in FY 14-15 in this TMA at an existing stormwater
pump station. However, the planned trash capture device was not installed during this time, pending further study and receipt of
the City’s Storm Drain Master Plan, which was finalized during FY 2015-2016. This location is still a potential option for a full trash
capture device per the recently completed SSF Trash Reduction Plan.

Summary:

The City revised their Municipal Code to include a prohibition of discharge from copper architectural features. The revision was approved by City
Council in January 2013. The specific language incorporated into the Municipal Code was included in section C.13.a.iii.(2) of the FY 12-13 Annual
Stormwater Report. Contractors are informed about this Ordinance during the building permit review process as applicable. Beginning in FY 16-
17, the Building Department will also include this information on the Roofing Plan Check handout and the Requirements for Plan Review handout.

The Countywide Program collaborated with BASMAA to develop BMPs to manage waste generated from cleaning and treating of copper
architectural features, including copper roofs, during construction and post construction. These BMPs are distributed during the building permit
review process as heeded/applicable.

The Countywide Program updated its Stormwater Requirements Checklist to include the architectural copper BMPs in the list of source control
measures that may apply to projects.

Post-construction, City of SSF Environmental Compliance Inspectors are responsible for responding to, investigating and identifying illegal
discharge of wash water from washing copper architectural features. Any enforcement actions or reported discharges are recorded in the
Provision C.5 lllicit Discharge inspection records and tracking sheet.

The SMCWPPP “Requirements for Architectural Copper” Fact Sheet is made available to the public, construction inspectors and illicit discharge
inspectors on the SMCWPPP website (www.flowstobay.org/files/newdevelopment/flyersfactsheets/ArchitecturalcopperBMPs.pdf).

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1. Intfroduction

This report provides a multi-year plan to reduce trash entering creeks and the San Francisco
Bay from the City of South San Francisco municipal separate stormwater system (MS4), with
the goal of meeting the July 1, 2017 70% and July 1, 2022 100% trash reduction requirements
as outlined in the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB, 2015) NPDES Municipal
Permit section C.10.

The NPDES permit includes the following deadlines for trash reduction milestones:

e Progress report detailing whether baseline trash load and trash load reduction tracking method
are being determined individually or collaboratively due by February 1, 2011. Compliance
obtained via BASMAA letter entitled Progress Report: Trash Baseline Loads and Load Reduction
Tracking.

e Short-term trash reduction load plan due by February 1, 2012. Compliance obtained by City of
South San Francisco Baseline Trash Load and Short-Term Trash Load Reduction Plan.

e Establish baseline trash load and trash load reduction tracking method by February 1, 2012.
Compliance obtained by BASMAA reports: Trash Load Reduction Tracking Method Technical
Report (version 1.0); Preliminary and Final San Francisco Bay Area Stormwater Trash Generation
Rates Technical Reports; and SCVURPPP Pilot Trash Assessment Strategy.

e Installation of full trash capture devices (meeting NPDES criteria for mesh screen and capacity)
treating 460 acres runoff area by July 1, 2014. Compliance achieved through the installation of
76 devices in high trash generation areas (Source: City of South San Francisco Long-Term Trash
Load Reduction Plan and Assessment Strategy, January 28, 2014).

e Long-Term Trash Load Reduction Plan due by February 1, 2014. Compliance obtained by the City
of South San Francisco Long-Term Trash Load Reduction Plan and Assessment Strategy.

e 40% reduction in baseline trash load by July 1, 2014. Short term trash reduction compliance has
been obtained as described in the City’s Fiscal Year 2013/14 Annual Report.

e Reduce trash discharges from 2009 levels to receiving water bodies in accordance with the
following schedule:

o Non-Mandatory 60% reduction in 2009 baseline trash discharges by July 1, 2016.
o 70% by July 1, 2017

o 80% by July 1, 2019

o 100% by July 1, 2022

The Municipal Permit was reissued to the City and other Permittees on November 19, 2015.
Based on the information available in the newly issued permit, the City is required to
demonstrate a 60% reduction in the trash load discharged via their MS4 by July 1, 2016, 70%
by July 1, 2017 and 80% by July 1, 2019. Additionally, it is anticipated that the City (and other
Permittees) will be responsible for demonstrating that it has reduced trash to a level of “no
adverse impacts” to receiving water bodies by July 1, 2022.

This Citywide Trash Capture Feasibility Study is designed to guide compliance with the
forthcoming 70% trash reduction goal by analyzing installing trash capture at 27 locations. The
Study includes a schedule for implementation, a description of proposed control measures and
proposed best management practices (BMPs). This Study supplements the Long-Term Trash
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Load Reduction Plan and Assessment Strategy developed by the City and Chapter 7 of City’s
Storm Drain Master Plan (2016) that discusses trash capture devices. This Citywide Trash
Capture Feasibility Study is intended to provide detailed guidance on how the reduction goals
will be obtained through the installation of full trash capture devices, and provides an analysis
of costs and benefits associated with different full capture treatment scenarios. The Study
provides the City with a ‘road map’ to follow between now and roughly 2022 to meet the
ultimate goal of 100% reduction by 2022 set forth in the 2015 Municipal Permit 2.0.

All trash reduction benefits and costs are based on the best information available at the time
the Study was conducted. Additionally, trash reduction estimates are consistent with the City’s
current understanding of the trash load reduction accounting method acceptable to Water
Board staff. If the trash accounting method should be modified in the future, the assumptions
used in the Study to determine the estimated trash reduction percentages for each control
measure should be revisited and revised accordingly.
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2. Trash Generation and Existing Management Activities

2.1 Trash Generation

The City of South San Francisco, with assistance from the Bay Area Stormwater Management
Agencies Association (BASMAA) and the San Mateo Countywide Water Pollution Prevention
Program (SMCWPPP), developed estimates of trash generation for all land within the City limits.
Trash generation for land areas within the City are illustrated on the City’s trash generation
map, which is included in its Long-Term Trash Load Reduction Plan and Assessment Strategy.
The process used to develop trash generation rates and maps is explained in detail in the City’s
Long-Term Trash Load Reduction Plan and Assessment Strategy, and summarized herein.

Trash generation rates for Bay Area cities and counties were developed as part of a regional
trash generation study managed by BASMAA. The final technical report that includes the results
and methods used to develop the rates are described in the San Francisco Bay Area Stormwater
Trash Generation Rates technical report (May 2014). Rates developed by BASMAA are
summarized in Table 1 and based on a combination of land use and income, which were shown
to correlate with trash generation levels.

Trash generation rates were grouped into four categories (very high, high, moderate and low).
MRP 2.0 moved away from assigning a volume to each trash category, and instead uses
‘weighted acres’, where Low trash generating areas are effectively zero weighted acres, a
Moderate rate is assigned a value of one, High is four times this amount, and Very High is
twelve times this amount (Table 2).

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With the assistance of SMCWPPP, each land area within the City limits was assigned to a trash
generation category (very high, high, moderate or low) based on trash generation rates
developed by BASMAA. Trash generation categories assigned were then verified by City staff
based on visual assessments of trash levels in public right-of-ways. The result was a trash
generation map (Figure 1) depicting the levels of trash for land areas within the City.

2.2 Trash Management Areas

To divide the city into manageable units for tracking progress on trash reductions, the City
delineated and prioritized trash management areas (TMAs) based on the geographical
distribution of trash generating areas, types of trash sources, and current or planned control
measure locations. The City used a hybrid approach to delineating TMAs that was based on
drainage areas as well as land uses. The City’s TMAs are included in Figure 1. The land area
(acres), associated trash condition categories, and estimated the percent of trash generated in
each TMA are included in Table 3.

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2.3 Current Trash Management Actions and Reduction Benefit

The City is tasked with removing trash before it can make its way to creeks and ultimately to
the San Francisco Bay from the City’s MS4. The trash management actions currently
implemented and planned by the City along with the methods used by the City to assess
progress towards trash reduction goals outlined in the Municipal Permit is described in their
Long-Term Trash Load Reduction Plan and Assessment Strategy. Additionally, trash load
reductions observed to-date are described in the City’s Fiscal Year 2014-2015 Annual
Stormwater Compliance Report.

2.3.1 Current Trash Management

The City has implemented a number of new and enhanced trash management actions towards
achieving trash load reductions. These actions include the adoption of ordinances that prohibit
the distribution of commonly littered items (i.e., single-use plastic bags), the installation and
maintenance of trash full capture inlet filter devices that intercept trash in the MS4, and the
implementation of other enhanced trash controls. Estimated trash reduction percentages for
actions reported in the City’s Fiscal Year 2014-15 Annual Municipal Stormwater Compliance
Report are listed in Table 4, along with current trash reduction percentages based changes
arising from MRP2.0 (2015). Single-use plastic bag and polystyrene foam food ware ordinances
were estimated to reduce trash by roughly 6% and 4%, respectively. The estimated load
reduction attributable to ordinances is based on studies conducted in the City of San Jose and
Palo Alto which are applicable to the City of South San Francisco.

In addition to ordinances, 76 inlet filter full capture device were installed by the City that
captured trash from 460 acres. These inlet filter devices are estimated to remove an additional
5.5% of trash generated in the City as calculated by SMCWPPP (EOA, Inc.). This calculated
trash load reduction is based on weighted acres in Table 2 and delineations of
treatment/catchment areas for each trash capture devices. Figure 1 illustrates the land areas
treated by existing devices.

The City has also implemented a number of other types of enhanced actions to control trash,
including anti-littering and illegal dumping improved trash bin/container management actions,
enhanced on-land trash cleanups, enhanced street sweeping, enforcement actions, enhanced
inspections of businesses, and public education and outreach programs. Trash reduction
benefits associated with these actions were observed via on-land visual trash assessments
(VTAs) conducted by SMCWPPP on behalf of the City. These actions have resulted in an
estimated 25% reduction in trash. As areas are treated with full capture, there is no longer a
need to verify trash reductions via visual trash assessments (VTAs). However, the City will then
lose the partial trash reduction credits from Other Management Actions in these areas in favor
of the ful/trash reduction credits in the full capture treatment area. Therefore, the 25%
reduction from Other Management Actions will be significantly reduced if the large full capture
devices identified in this Study are installed.

Lastly, the City conducted creek/shoreline clean-ups above and beyond cleanups required by
the Municipal Permit in collaboration with local schools. An estimated 1% reduction in trash was
claimed by the City for these efforts. The reductions from these clean-ups follow a new formula
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specified in MRP 2.0, and the City may take up to 10% credit per year depending on the
quantity of trash cleaned up each year.

Based on the information included in the City’s Fiscal FY 14-15 Annual Stormwater Compliance
Report updated by current estimated reduction, the City must reduce an additional 28% of the
trash illustrated in their trash generation map in order to reach the 70% reduction goal by July
1, 2017, and 58% to reach the long-term goal of 100% reduction.

2.3.2 Existing Full Capture Devices

Trash full capture devices installed by the City to-date are included in Table 5 totaling 5% trash
capture. The estimate trash capture percentages are based on the generation rates developed
by the City for each parcel as depicted in the City’s trash generation map (Figure 1). These
devices are listed in Table 5.

In addition to the devices listed in Table 5, the City also inspects devices located on private
property. These devices have been installed on private property as part of redevelopment
requirements associated with stormwater management (i.e., provision C.3). In order to claim
credits for these private devices, the City will need to delineate catchments to the devices and
review the device to ensure it meets the new permit requirements for full trash capture (1-year,
1-hour storm event and 5 mm screening). In general, most of these devices are only treating
on-site runoff from an individual parcel. A list of these devices is included in Appendix F.

2.3.3 Tech Campuses and New Development

The City requires private developments to install water quality treatment measures to meet
section C.3 of the MRP. These devices also may meet the definition of full trash capture
devices. These devices include bio-retention facilities and other low impact development (LID)
controls.

The Genetech Campus and other new developments such as the Cove Campus are required to
meet to meet the requirements of the MRP section C.3. It is the responsibility of the City to
determine whether C.3 treatment devices meet the requirement of full trash capture. In 2016,
EOA updated the City’s trash generation map to show the Genetec campus in Green, or low
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generating area. Due to this change in generation for a newer development, proposed devices
studied in this report that treat these campuses are given a lower priority.

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3. Trash Capture Plan

3.1 Capital Improvement Projects

In order to achieve the 70% trash reduction goal by July 1, 2017, the City is considering the
installation of additional trash full capture devices. Twenty-seven device locations were
analyzed based on their proximity to stormwater outfalls to Colma Creek and San Francisco Bay,
see Table 6.

There are a variety of devices available to meet the full capture trash reduction goal, including:
e Catch basin inlet filters/screens
e End-of-pipe netting or structures before the pump station serving the entire drainage network

e Netting or structures on a storm drain trunk line

When selecting a device it is important to consider the drainage area, hydraulic losses across
the system when full, permitting requirements in open channels, device maintenance and
access, property rights and utility clearance. All of these factors should be weighed against the
device, installation and maintenance costs to ensure maximum capture volume per dollar spent.

It is important to recognize that some of the City of South San Francisco drains directly to
Colma Creek and San Francisco Bay, without first entering the MS4. This includes mainly the
properties along the creek corridor with private outfalls and industrial properties along the Bay
that directly discharge into the Bay. These areas are not included in the City’s SDMP and
without detailed information regarding the private onsite drainage systems of these properties;
it is not possible to quantify this area.

3.1.1 Device Locations

In order to meet the 70% reduction goal, this study analyzed the installation of large scale
devices to intercept trash from the relatively high trash generation areas draining to outfalls.
Large scale devices were proposed over small inlet devices as they provide a centralized
location for construction, maintenance and cleaning. Hydrodynamic devices located upstream of
the system outfalls were focused on as they require only a vacuum truck for maintenance and
avoid most environmental permitting concerns.

Table 6 provides the details of the potential large scale devices which were studied. These
devices will capture the trash flowing through the existing pipe network from the dense
commercial, industrial and retail areas before it is conveyed to Colma Creek or San Francisco
Bay. See Figure 2 for a map of the potential large scale device capture areas. It should be
noted that El Camino Real and Highway 101 corridors are not within the jurisdiction of the City.
At this time, it is recommended that the City wait until Caltrans decides how they will treat the
El Camino Real and Highway 101 right of way so that duplicate devices are not installed.

The options include installing one or more large devices at up to twenty-seven locations. Of
these locations, four are located at pump stations that need improvements (Linden, San Mateo,
Shaw, and Beijing). For these locations, it is recommended that trash capture device installation
is included with the pump station improvements.

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3.1.2 Existing Inlet Filter Devices

The City currently has 76 known public inlet filters that treat 460 acres, of which 18 acres are
within the high trash generation land category. These inlets are depicted on Figure 2 as Existing
Full-Capture Devices. Approximately 45 of these inlet filters treat areas overlapping with the
proposed large scale devices. It is recommended that the City remove inlet filters when large-
scale devices are installed and move those devices to areas that cannot be treated by large-
scale devices.

3.1.3 System Hydraulics

Due to potential flooding as indicated in the City’s Storm Drain Master Plan (SDMP), it is
imperative that the installation of the new trash capture devices consider the potential loss in
head across the structure when full or partially full with trash. It may be necessary to install the
large scale devices off-line from the main trunk with a diversion structure to re-direct the
treatment flow rate. This also has the advantage of optimizing the treatment devices since they
will not need to have the overflow capacity equal to the capacity of the existing storm drain
line. However, due to space requirements, there is the potential for utility conflicts with an
offline installation. It is important to understand the existing utilities and right-of-way
restrictions when deciding on a device installation location. Known utilities are depicted in
Appendix D based on drawings provided by the City. These utilities should be field verified prior
to design.

Catch basin inlet filters capture trash before it enters the City system thereby not significantly
impacting the hydraulics of the system as a whole. However, localized ponding can occur at
individual inlets during rain events if the inserts are not routinely maintained and the device
does not have an adequate overflow. All capture devices must be cleaned and maintained at
least two times a year based on manufacturer’s recommendations and frequency of storm
events.

3.1.4 Device Sizing Calculations

The Regional Water Quality Control Board has produced a list of approved full trash capture
devices (updated May 2014, included as appendix E) which may be used to comply with the
NPDES permit. Full trash capture devices must trap all particles retained by a 5 mm mesh
screen and have a design treatment capacity of not less than the peak flow rate resulting from
a one-year, one-hour storm event per the MRP Section C.10.a.iii. The Regional Water Quality
Control Board has been utilizing a storm intensity of 0.5 inches per hour for smaller drainage
basins and 0.2 inches per hour for larger basins where there are tailwater and flooding
constraints to determine the treatment rate. A storm intensity of 0.2 inches per hour will be
utilized in this study as approved by the Regional Water Quality Control Board for devices
treating large drainage areas (approximately greater than 50 acres). For smaller drainage
basins, the 1-year 1-hour storm event was used for treatment device sizing based on the
National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) estimate of 0.44 in/hr.

Rational method runoff calculations were based off the Alameda County Drainage Manual to be
consistent with the City’s SDMP. Catchments were delineated to each of the proposed treatment
device locations based on the storm drain pipe network provided by the City in GIS. It should
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be noted that the catchments to the treatment devices do not always match those delineated in
the SDMP because the scale that was used for catchment delineation in the SDMP was larger
and followed different criteria.

3.2 Cost Estimates

The following assumptions were made in determining construction costs for each proposed

device:

For large scale full capture devices, the device cost would be approximately $2,500 for each cubic
feet per second treated for hydrodynamic separators (HDS) or nutrient separating baffle boxes
(NSBB) based on an average of device-only costs for large devices (treatment rates greater than
20 cfs) provided by KriStar (Old Castle), BioClean Environmental and Contech;

Installation costs for full-scale devices are assumed to be 2 times the cost of the device plus any
diversion structures;

The devices are located in areas which do not require major utility relocation, property or
easement acquisition or environmental permitting;

The 50% contingency includes 20% design costs and administration and 30% construction
contingencies;

Large scale devices were assumed to have a lifetime of 50-years;
Estimates include an inflation rate of 2.54% and a discount rate of 6.25%;

Total Base Cost is presented in the construction year dollars and includes installation, diversion
structure and the device. It does not include maintenance or device replacement.

For cleaning, replacement and maintenance, the following assumptions were made:

Large scale HDS or NSBB devices are cleaned twice a year, requiring 4 hours of a team of two
staff members at $73/hour, a vacuum truck at $250/hour, a utility truck at $16/hour and a small
pump costing $44/hour;

Inlet filters are cleaned four times a year, requiring 30 minutes of a team of two maintenance
workers at $73/hour and vacuum truck at $250/hour;

Costs have been included in the selection matrix in Section 3.3. For more detailed costs
estimates refer to Appendix B.

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4. Conclusion

4.1 Prioritization

Proposed devices were prioritized based on the cost per trash reduction, property acquisition,
overall trash reduction and other factors such as anticipated pump station improvements and
capital projects. Some devices were found to treat large areas such as the Spruce South (TCD
6), but have upcoming capital improvement projects (CIPs) that should be designed to
incorporate trash capture. Proposed devices such as TCD 6 were moved further down in the
schedule to ensure that they are not designed prior to the CIP in that area.

The City may elect to change the prioritization based on additional information, needs, costs,
etc. Ultimately, an additional 28% of trash capture should be achieved by 2017 to meet the
requirements of MRP 2.0.

4.2 Trash Capture Plan

We recommend that the following devices in Table 7 be considered for installation based on the
information contained within this study, site visits, and meetings with City staff. The first five
devices would enable the City to reach the 70% goal by 2017, the next two devices will allow
the City to reach the 80% goal by 2019 and the following twelve will achieve the 100% goal by
2022. There are eight devices that are not recommended due to the low percentage reduction
and/or high cost per percent reduction. However, these devices may be considered as
alternatives if the top recommended devices are deemed infeasible during design.

Detailed cost estimates are contained in Appendix B and conceptual site layouts have been
provided in Appendix D to accompany each device.

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4.2 Next Steps

The City has reduced an estimated 42% of their trash available to their MS4 by installing and
maintaining trash full capture devices and implementing other control measures. An additional
28% of the trash illustrated in their trash generation map must be reduced to reach the 70%
reduction goal and 58% to meet the 100% reduction goal. An estimated additional 58.6% may
be managed using the treatment devices prescribed in Table 7; this exceeds the 70% reduction
mandate set for July 1, 2017, as well as the 80% reduction goal set for July 1, 2019 (2015
MRP) and the July 1, 2022 100% reduction mandate.

In order to meet the 2017 deadline, the City needs to identify a source of funding for the design
and construction of these large scale devices. Table 7 indicates about $2.6 million is required in
capital costs to meet the 2017 deadline. It is estimated that design and construction can take
about ten months for each device assuming no environmental permitting or property acquisition
is required.
