Past enforcement conducted of
properties in an attempt to reduce trash loads in the waterway. Recurring public complaint calls
regarding high trash volumes in the waterway.

East Creek Slough is located in the lowest portion of the Seminary Creek Watershed prior to the
discharge into the San Leandro Bay Estuary.
