Rescission of Waste Discharge Requirements

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Santa Ana Region (hereinafter
Board), finds that:

1. The Orders listed in Attachment "A" were issued by the Board at various times to
dischargers described therein. Attachment "A" is hereby made a part of this Order.
The waste discharge requirements for the dischargers listed in Attachment "A" are
no longer necessary because the discharge has ceased, the project has been
