The background and response to comments were presented by Hope Smythe, Chief of the Basin 
Planning (Coastal Waters) Section.   

 
Mark Norton, SAWPA, and Tim Moore of Risk Sciences addressed the Board.  Mr. Moore 
described the very lengthy and thorough process taken by the members of the task force to 
create a consensus for the amendment. 
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Virginia Grebbien, General Manager of the Orange County Water District, John Rossi, CEO, 
Chino Basin Watermaster, Richard Atwater, Inland Empire Utilities Agency, Mark Kinsey, General 
Manager of Monte Vista Water Company, and Ken Jeske, Public Works Director for the City of 
Ontario commented on the proposed item.  Some commentors requested a postponement of 
Board action until the next meeting to allow discussion and approval of specific language 
pertaining to the implementation of Chino Basin desalters. 
 
Mr. Thibeault described the errata to the proposed Basin Plan amendment. 
 
After discussion, it was determined that concerns of those requesting postponement had been 
adequately addressed by the errata.

In place of this 
sentence add:  “This desalter may be constructed by IEUA and/or Chino Basin 
Watermaster and/or other responsible parties deemed acceptable by the 
Executive Officer.”

subsequent change in the permit requirements almost simultaneous with the enforcement action 
indicated they were not in violation.  He asked that the Board dismiss the Penalties Complaint. 

 
Counsel León and EO Thibeault explained that the mandatory penalty was required, and 
Regional Boards do not have the authority to dismiss nor to lower or divert the penalties.  He 
further noted, however, that in the event the Discharger filed a petition with the State Board 
regarding the action, the Regional Board would take no action towards collection of the penalties 
during that time.  In response to Board members’ questions and comments with regard to the 
fairness of the mandatory penalties law, it was suggested that they bring this to the attention of 
their various legislators.
