Course Description

This class presents the concepts, processes and techniques of interest-based or “principled” negotiation using case studies and real-world water resources examples. It provides techniques for effective negotiation and mediation and suggests ways to address common problems (like lack of agreement on fundamental questions and assumptions, lack of understanding of real interests, competing science, etc). The class uses simulations for practice negotiation, mediation and documentation and includes group discussions with the instructor and colleagues about participants’ own negotiation challenges. Students will be asked to write a short paragraph prior to the class about a negotiation they are currently involved with and describe the issues and challenges involved. These will form the basis for some of the class discussions and interactions.
