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Course Description:

BEN — This course teaches enforcement professionals how to use the Agency’s user-friendly BEN computer model.  BEN calculates a violator’s economic benefit from failing to comply with the law.  While the model was developed for EPA use, it can be applied in any nonenvironmental cases as long as the case involves delayed and/or avoided expenditures.  BEN requires only a handful of inputs for compliance costs and certain legal dates, yet requires no knowledge of financial economics.  BEN can calculate the economic benefit component for any penalty policy, and can even help demonstrate intent in criminal cases
