Course Description:  Geophysical measurements are increasingly being applied to study hydrogeological science questions.  These “hydrogeophysical” methods have the potential to improve the efficiency of hydrogeological science, reveal information about the subsurface without the need for wells, and address problems that may be beyond the constraints of traditional measurements. Hydrogeophysical surveys are often designed to acquire data about specific hydrologic targets, or are used in time-lapse mode to monitor processes. This seminar introduces the fundamental concepts of hydrogeophysics including a review of the physical measurements used, examples of environmental applications and a discussion about suitability and interpretation of geophysical measurements.  Methods covered include ground penetrating radar, geoelectrics, seismic, gravity, electromagnetics and nuclear magnetic resonance.  Applications include detecting water table position, estimating permeability, revealing hydrostratigraphy, tracking contaminant transport, identifying groundwater/surface water interaction and monitoring contaminant remediation.  This talk is appropriate for geoscientists and engineers interested in all aspects of groundwater; no advanced mathematics or physics expertise is necessary, although a basic understanding of hydrogeology is helpful.  At the end of the seminar, attendees will have the ability to identify common hydrogeophyiscal methods, understand the basic physical principals behind the measurements, and evaluate the suitability of hydrogeopyhsical techniques to various applications."
