	2. Project Purpose – Problem  / Goals ("why" the project): The goal of the Beachkeeper Citizen Monitoring Program is to 
monitor for sources of pollution and provide baseline data that can be used as source identification information and to measure
 the effectiveness of future Best Management Practices (BMPs) designed for bacteria, metals, and trash reduction in Santa 
Monica Bay and Ballona Creek.  

	3. Project Abstract (brief description of project): The Beachkeeper Program currently monitors throughout the Santa Monica
 Bay and a small portion of Ballona Creek.  Through this project, the Baykeeper hopes to expand the monitoring efforts to 
cover the ASBS (Area of Special Biological Significance) in Los Angeles County and all of Ballona Creek.  The Baykeeper will 
supply the monitoring results to the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board (LARWQCB) and a coalition of local 
stakeholders (Ballona Creek Watershed Task Force [BCWTF]) providing baseline data to assist with determining the 

need for additional implementation measures.  The Baykeeper will also conduct community outreach and education in order to 
increase our volunteer base and the public’s awareness of urban runoff and the ways this pollution can be reduced.

Santa Monica Baykeeper is one of over one hundred members of the international Waterkeeper Alliance, led by Robert F. Kennedy Jr., and dedicated to citizen enforcement of the Clean Water Act and the protection of 
waterways around the world. Santa Monica Baykeeper works not only on pollution issues specific to the Los Angeles area, but 
also with our Waterkeeper partners throughout the country on issues with state-wide and national impact.  Some of these include sewage spills, urban runoff, and marine habitat restoration.
