	G) Biography of Project: : The Stream Corridor Condition Assessment will gather data for baseline information and documentation as well as develop a restoration priority list and recommended management measures. The Assessment will consist of a fluvial geomorphology assessment and a survey of riparian and floodplain zone impacts. A GIS framework will incorporate and develop a database with existing baseline layers and data collected from the Stream Corridor Conditions Assessment. This GIS framework will assist future watershed planning and restoration by resource agencies, Alpine County departments and the Watershed Group. A final report will be prepared that includes a fluvial geomorphology assessment findings and photo-monitoring, riparian and floodplain zone impacts survey findings and photo-monitoring, a restoration priority list for use by the Watershed Group, and recommended management measures for specific sites listed in the priority list.
