· The second section of the Master Plan will address and prioritize the issues, concerns, problems, goals and objectives identified by all stakeholders in the watershed, document the coordination and public outreach process, and identify stakeholder commitments and public involvement opportunities for the implementation phase of the watershed Master Plan. 

· The Final Portion of the Master Plan will outline prioritized methods and projects for watershed improvement based on baseline information and issues, concerns and goals identified in the previous sections. It will provide guidelines for, and ensure most effective implementation of, actions that achieve measurable environmental improvement and outline funding opportunities for the proposed actions.
