1. Project Title: East Fork Litter Abatement Project

2. Project Purpose – Problem/Goals ("why" the project): The East Fork of the San Gabriel River has inadequate recreational resources to meet the growing needs of forest visitor activities.  Four miles of the East Fork, between 2.5 and 6.5 miles East of Highway 39, is currently debilitated by high impact problems such as: litter and debris being left in the streambed and bank area resulting in non-point source (NPS) water pollution, rock and debris dam construction by forest visitors resulting in slow stream flow leading to sedimentation, increased nutrient levels, irregular temperature fluctuations, and algal blooms, and misuse of forest resources due to a general lack of environmental awareness. 



3. Project Abstract (brief description of project): To implement the "Zero-Trash" goal of the East Fork San Gabriel River Trash Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL), 40 new animal-proof dumpsters and 46 interpretive bilingual signs will be installed. pro-active public involvement in clean up projects will be encouraged and the public will be provided with knowledge about the non-point source trash pollution problem.  CEP will also try to create a link between the Forest Service and the public to deal with awareness of the concerns of the other.  Also, water quality samples will be collected and analyzed to provide an understanding of stream flow and trash content.

F) Biography of Group: :      
CEP was founded in 1989 in response to the degraded conditions of California's wildlands.  Human impacts on Southern California parks and forests were shocking in the late 1980's and early 1990's.  Massive amounts of litter, illegal dumping, and other forms of environmental abuse were rampant throughout Southern California's natural lands.  Through years of work - cleaning, restoring, building partnerships and mobilizing people - significant health and aesthetic improvements to forests and other natural areas have resulted. Recognized by various levels of government for its work on behalf of the people and the environment, CEP's grassroots hands-on approach to environmental problems has proven successful in reducing human impacts and repairing damage to our diminishing and often overused natural areas.  CEP is currently working on several projects including trail repairs at Mount Baldy, Eco-Teams, Restoration in Big Tujunga and many more. 



G) Biography of Project: :      
This project was born when the Forest Service asked CEP to write a grant for the TMDL they had been given. This project was originally supposed to be a much larger project that would be completed in the course of three years, but due to lack of funds it was reduced in budget and in size. Another obstacle has been dealing with other volunteer groups.  There has been a strong lack of cooperation and willingness to document their contributions. On the other hand, the education and clean-up aspects already show positive results. There has gradually been a decrease in trash in the canyon as more and more visitors are contacted. One component of the project that will be a greater benefit than originally expected is the installation of bilingual signs. The forest service has gathered other funds so that enhanced signs can be put up with various messages ranging from anti-litter to fire safety in both English and in Spanish.  The project is progressing and is expected to be successfully completed.  



H) Short-term Goals: :      
The "zero-trash" goal of the San Gabriel TMDL will be met in the four mile area designated for this project. Through the installation of additional dumpsters, clean-ups and public education, the amount of trash will be reduced and hopefully minimized. 



I) Long-term Goals: :      
Meet the "zero-trash" goal of the San Gabriel River TMDL in all of the East Fork area, which is heavily recreated and eventually in all of the San Gabriel Canyon, including the West Fork and the North Fork.  Instilling a certain respect for the forest in all canyon visitors.
