3. Project Purpose – Problem: (problem being addressed) The overall objective is to protect the habitat

 of anadromous fish species by decreasing the sedimentation caused by the road networks within the East

 Ishi Pishi Restoration Project area.

4. Project Goals:

a. Short-term Goals: In order to develop and implement a long-term Program of watershed restoration that will span 

decades, NCIDC and the Karuk Tribe has implemented training and staffing of a Karuk Tribe Restoration Division. This 

Division is designed to augment the USDA Forest Service efforts to address the task of identifying, maintaining and/or 

decommissioning under-maintained roads in areas of high road density.  The declining road maintenance budget of the 

Forest Service and lack of sufficient funding and staffing to restore the millions of acres of wetlands habitat in the two 

national forests has delayed the ability of the Forest Service to respond to the crisis in a timely programmatic manner.

b. Long-term Goals: Many of the watersheds within the Klamath River Basin have been listed as sediment, temperature 

and/or nutrient “impaired” under 303 (d) of the Clean Water Act, and are prioritized to begin TMDL development in 

April 2002. By December 2004, TMDL’s will be developed for nutrients, dissolved oxygen levels and temperature. 

In anticipation of TMDL requirements, the project “Design Plans”, when implemented, will reduce the contributing 

pollutant/stressors to natural background levels that are within the project area. Reduction of sediment sources will help 

maintain cool clear water input from the tributaries by reducing surface runoff thereby increasing groundwater infiltration and 

discharge. This will be accomplished by addressing water diversions, nonpoint sediment sources and by removing the habitat 

modifications involved in the road building process.
