3. Project Purpose – Problem: (problem being addressed) The overall objective is to protect the habitat

 of anadromous fish species by decreasing the sedimentation caused by the SteinacherRoad (FS 12N01). In the case of the 

Salmon River and Wooley Creek, the Steinacher Road represents the primary threat to the future function as Salmonid refugia.

Short-term Goals: The Karuk Tribe proposes to implement cost effective watershed restoration activities, using proven Watershed Restoration (TerraForming() methods, to eliminate impairments by completing the decommissioning of Steinacher Road and returning ecosystem function to natural drainage system. The objective of the project is to decrease the sedimentation caused by the road and, removal of the remaining 150,000 cubic yards of potential sediment, preventing it from entering the Wooley Creek watershed. This will secure the critically important Salmonid refugia from which to restore Threatened and Endangered Spring Chinook and Coho salmon, and the petitioned Fall Chinook salmon and steelhead trout.

b.    Long-term Goals: In order to develop and implement a long-term Program of watershed restoration that will span 

decades, NCIDC and the Karuk Tribe has implemented training and staffing of a Karuk Tribe Restoration Division. This 

Division is designed to augment the USDA Forest Service efforts to address the task of identifying, maintaining and/or 

decommissioning under-maintained roads in areas of high road density.  The declining road maintenance budget of the 

Forest Service and lack of sufficient funding and staffing to restore the millions of acres of wetlands habitat in the two national 
forests has delayed the ability of the Forest Service to respond to the crisis in a timely programmatic manner.
