	3. Project Purpose – Problem: The Regional Water Quality Control Board has listed the Lagunitas watershed as being 

impaired for sediment, pathogens and nutrients (2002 Clean Water Act 303(d) list of water quality limited segments).  

The source of nonpoint pollution to be addressed by this project is sediment from unpaved roads.  Excessive deposition 

of fine sediment has been identified as a primary factor limiting populations of salmonids, including Coho salmon, listed

as endangered by the State of California and federally-listed as threatened, and steelhead trout, federally-listed as

threatened.   

	4. Project Goals:

	a. Short-term Goals: Construct road repair projects that will reduce the load of fine sediment to Lagunitas 

Creek, and the Woodacre Creek fish passage restoration project.  Develop a comprehensive map of unpaved roads, a 

sediment assessment to assist in prioritizing repairs to sediment-producing sites, and a sediment budget for analysis

of projects on a watershed scale.  Conduct Best Management Practices (BMP) training for County of Marin municipal 

maintenance staff, and community outreach to educate stakeholders, private landowners, agencies and local

organizations regarding sediment reduction activities.

	b. Long-term Goals: Develop method of predicting sediment reduction estimates for San Geronimo Creek and 

Devil’s Gulch sub-watersheds and complete sediment budget so that the magnitude of sediment input to Lagunitas 

Creek can be accurately determined.  Implement road repair and fish passage projects to improve habitat for 

salmonids.  The ultimate goal of BMP and technical training is greater awareness of sediment pollution problems 

and corrective measures in an effort to improve habitat quality and an increase in salmonid populations within the 

Lagunitas Creek watershed.
