G) Biography of Project: :      
The contract between TRPA and the SWRCB (No. 9-131-256-0) was initiated on April 1, 2000.  During the first quarter we achieved many successes.  We translated our BMP brochure into Spanish.  We printed and mailed out 11,800 notifications to Priority One Watershed property owners.  We held technical BMP workshops for contractors.  We went into neighborhoods to talk with property owners about nonpoint source control.  Now into the projects second quarter, we are excited about building more bridges with local citizens and State and local regulatory agencies.



H) Short-term Goals: :      
Assist as many property owners as possible with BMP evaluations and prescriptions with the goal that these will eventually lead to BMP implementation. Subcontract with the other in-basin resource agencies to assist with public and education and BMP evaluations.  Establish  Incorporate TRPA’s Tahoe Environmental Geographic Information System (TEGIS) database into ArcView GIS to produce visual maps showing which properties have their BMPs completed and which properties are still in need of BMPs.



I) Long-term Goals: :      
Evaluate all properties, assist property owners with BMP implementation, helping property owners find qualified contractors, developing incentives to ease the financial physical burden of installation.  Provide education and outreach to the public.  Coordinate BMP retrofit program with other agencies.  Help property owners meet TRPA’s surface and groundwater discharge standards.
