Project Purpose – Problem: (problem being addressed)  This project addresses the critical link between       choosing non-toxic or  the least toxic products and their availability in the marketplace.   It  is becoming    increasingly clear that the general public is contributing to pesticide residues in local waterways – even            when  using conventional pesticides according to label directions.  Since most consumers ultimately choose a product after reaching the store, information available to them at this point can influence their buying habits.  However, in order to buy non-toxic or less-toxic alternatives to conventional pesticides, they must  be available     to consumers on store shelves.  

Over-the-counter pesticide sales are responsible for a substantial share of the pesticide discharges that impair urban surface water quality.  For example, a recent study indicated that diazinon alone accounts for 50% of    over-the-counter applications to impervious surfaces while other studies indicate such applications are   responsible for  impairing water quality nationally.  

To ensure that a wide variety of non-toxic or least toxic products are available for consumer purchase, this   project will work  with all three pesticide distribution centers  - whose 45 sales agents sell approximately $25,000,000 in pesticide products annually, to approximately 400 retail stores throughout Regions 1, 2, and 3.   This project will make it possible for their sales agents, and for approximately 250 retail stores, to provide      point-of-sale information about  less toxic products, for different pest needs, to consumers; and, that consumers can more easily identify a less toxic product over its more toxic chemical counterpart.   The project also involves the creation of a website, the development of an  educational workshop and lesson plans for teachers, and community education through institutions of higher learning and/or public agencies.
